Trying for a •rst: Tech took one of three against NC State last weekend and has won at least 
one game in each of its last three ACC series. Should the Hokies win at least once this weekend, 
it will be the •rst time since they joined the ACC that they have won at least one contest in four 
consecutive conference series. During Tech’s 4-3 over the Wolfpack on Saturday, there was a 
24-minute rain delay in the middle of the third inning – the •rst rain delay of the season for the 
Hokies.

Making a sacri•ce: Tech’s last game was a 5-4 win over Radford that came thanks to a pair of 
consecutive sacri•ce !ies from Klint Reed and Austin Wates. It was only the third game this season 
that the Hokies had more than one sac !y in a game, and the •rst time that they came back-to-back. 
Though the Hokies are second in the ACC in sacri•ce bunts, they only had 13 sac !ies entering that 
game.

Two weekends ago: Tech’s visit to Wake Forest on April 11-13th was full of •rsts for the Hokies 
as they claimed two of three from the Demon Deacons. Not only was it the •rst ACC series win of 
the season for Tech, it was the •rst since it took game three at Georgia Tech on March 11th of last 
season. It was also the •rst time Tech had ever won the •rst two games in ACC set. The 13 runs 
scored in the game two win tied for the most the Hokies have ever scored in an ACC game (they 
also tallied 13 against Maryland in 2005), and the nine-run victory proved to be the largest margin of 
victory ever in an ACC game.

A complete game gem: Tech’s game one starter Rhett Ballard threw the Hokies’ •rst complete game 
of the season in just his second start since 2006 on April 11th to lead the Hokies to a 7-3 victory over 
Wake Forest. His 132-pitch effort included a career-high nine strikeouts, and he allowed just two 
earned runs on eight hits and two walks. He has served in many roles this season, and proved that 
by starting game one against NC State last weekend before coming during the ninth to save the win 
over Radford on Tuesday.

Earning league-wide respect: Tech head coach Pete 
Hughes helped the Hokies to a  three-win improvement 
in the ACC (they were 4-25 in 2006) during his •rst year 
in Blacksburg in 2007. Now in 2008, Virginia Tech is 
one of only two teams (Miami) expected to make a jump 
in the standings, according to a preseason poll of the 
league’s head coaches.

Tech in ACC games: Now in its fourth campaign in 
the ACC, Virginia Tech owns an 22-84 record in ACC 
games. Last season, the Hokies •nished sixth in the 
Coastal Division with a 7-23 league record, including 
a home victory over No. 4 North Carolina and a pair of 
road wins at No. 21 Georgia Tech. Tech •nished 7-19 
during its initial ACC season in 2005.

Enjoying April: The Hokies are really enjoying the month of April, having won 10 of their •rst 
15 games in the month and seven of their last 10. It is their second best stretch of the season after 
beginning the schedule 7-3. All four of their ACC wins have also come in April.

With April showers comes more power: The Hokies have also 
displayed some big bats of late, and have hit 15 home runs over 
their last 15 games. They now have 31 on the season (through 
41 games), which already surpasses their total of 28 from all of 
last season (54 games).

Improving in other stats: In addition to the home runs, Tech 
has improved in nearly every offensive category from last year 
to this year. Here’s a look some of the Hokies’ numbers through 
37 games.

Last road series: Following this weekend’s series, the Hokies visit VMI on Wednesday before 
ending the season with 10 straight games at home – the longest homestand of the year.

The series with Clemson: Clemson owns a 27-19-3 advantage all-time against Tech after 
sweeping the Hokies in Blacksburg last April. The •rst two wins of last season’s series came 
on April 7, as the weather the day before forced the teams into a doubleheader. The Tigers then 
pulled out a 5-2 victory in 10 innings in game three on Sunday. Clemson is the only team that 
Tech has tied more than twice. The Hokies last beat Clemson in 2005, and they haven’t defeated 
the Tigers in Clemson since 1984. The two teams •rst met in 1902.

Scouting the Tigers: Clemson enters the series with a 21-20-1 record (7-13-1 ACC) after 
splitting a series 1-1-1 with Duke last weekend and claiming non-conference victories over 
Western Carolina on Tuesday and Presbyterian on Wednesday. Clemson had dropped 11 in row 
before its recent 3-1-1 stretch. Mike Freeman leads the team with a .323 batting average, while 
Ben Paulsen (11 HR, 35 RBI) and Doug Hogan (nine HR, 40 RBI) are the Tigers’ power threats. 
D.J. Mitchell owns a 4-3 record on the mound and leads the team with a 3.23 ERA and 58 
strikeouts. Matt Vaughn has saved nine games for the Tigers.

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Tough schedule: According to WarrenNolan.com, a Web site that ranks strength of schedule and 
RPI in college baseball, the Hokies have played the 22nd-toughest schedule in the nation as of 
April 23. Their schedule was ranked •fth on April 3. During the middle of the season in 2007, the 
Hokies’ schedule was ranked the toughest in the country by the same site.

In the national stats: The NCAA released its weekly stats report through games of April 20, and 
Tech had some impressive showings in a few categories. Individually, Sean O’Brien was third 
with 41 walks, Sean Ryan ranked 30th in sacri•ce bunts with nine, Rhett Ballard ranked 80th in 
strikeouts per nine innings with 9.64, Austin Wates ranked 80th with four triples, and Josh Wymer 
ranked 86th with •ve victories on the mound. In team rankings, Tech was 46th in triples with 13, 
61st in sacri•ce bunts with 29 and 67th in hits with 418.

In the ACC stats: Following last weekend’s play, Virginia Tech was tied for •fth in the ACC with 
a .299 team batting average. The Hokies were also tied for fourth with 13 triples and were second 
with 29 sac bunts. Individually, Sean O’Brien ranked third in walks (41) and sixth in on-base 
percentage (.479). Austin Wates was tied for •rst with four triples and tied for sixth 14 stolen 
bases. Pitching-wise, Jesse Hahn sat 18th with a 4.23 ERA, while Josh Wymer was tied for fourth 
with •ve victories. In ACC games only, Hahn was 14th with a 3.67 ERA and eighth with a .250 
opponents’ batting average.

Single game highs: Virginia Tech’s •ve sac bunts against UNC on March 15th and •ve double 
plays turned vs. JMU on March 25th both rank as the ACC’s best in a single game this season. 
On the other hand, so do the Hokies’ six wild pitches against Radford on March 5th and seven hit 
batsmen against Georgia Tech on March 7th.

Cueto’s web gem: Out•elder Jose Cueto’s diving catch against the Yankees was recently featured 
on ESPN Baseball Tonight’s Top 10 plays of spring training, coming in at No. 7. Cueto also 
recently had an interesting accomplishment, as his two triples in game one at UVa on March 28 tied 
an ACC single-game record.

The game of a lifetime: The New York Yankees visited Blacksburg on March 18th to honor a 
commitment made last May when they offered to play the Hokies on the Tech campus as a way of 
helping the community to heal after the tragic shootings of April 16th. See page 18 for for the star-
studded box score.

A visit from a legend: The Hokies got a special visit from one of baseball’s all-time greats, Hall 
of Famer Cal Ripken, Jr., before the season. Ripken was in Blacksburg on Feb. 11th to speak at the 
team’s fundraising banquet, but he set aside 30 minutes before the event to meet privately with the 
Hokies.

Maybe it’s the jersey number: Speaking of Ripken, baseball’s all-time leader in consecutive 
games played, Tech’s Sean O’Brien has a nice streak of his own going. The reshirt-senior has 
started each of the Hokies’ last 148 games spanning three seasons. He redshirted during the 2005 
season, but also played in 50 games (48 starts) as a freshman in 2004. Two other Hokies have 
played in every game this season. Anthony Sosnoskie has started every game (with all but the sec-
ond game at catcher), while Sean Ryan has made 37 starts in center •eld during his 41 games.
