Tech at a glance: The Hokies enter this weekend on a high note after toppling a potent William & 
Mary team on Tuesday and upsetting the No. 1 Miami Hurricanes on Saturday. Though the Hokies 
are mathematically eliminated from the ACC Tournament, they still have a lot to play for against 
Duke.
  
-With one win, they will equal their highest win total since joining the ACC (Tech won 23 games in 
both 2005 and 2007). 

-With two wins, they will equal their highest conference win total since joining the league (Tech won 
seven ACC games in both 2005 and 2007). Two wins would also be Tech’s •rst conference series 
win since taking two of three from Georgia Tech in early March of last season.

-With three wins, Tech would not only have its highest overall and ACC win totals since joining the 
league, but it would also record its •rst-ever ACC series sweep.

More on the Miami upset: Tech’s 7-6 win over unanimous No. 1 Miami in game one of last 
Saturday’s doubleheader was actually the program’s second win over a top-ranked team in the past 
three years. The Hokies also defeated No. 1 Florida State. 9-7, in Blacksburg on March 18, 2006. 
Against the ‘Canes, freshman Justin Wright tossed a complete game in just his •fth career start, 
while fellow freshman Austin Wates delivered the go-ahead double in the bottom of the eighth 
inning.

More on the W&M win: When the Hokies beat William & Mary 10-5 on Tuesday, they did so 
by out-hitting what was, at the time, the third-best hitting team in the nation, as the Tribe entered 
the game with a .349 team batting average. Tech is hitting .296 as team this year, a 15-point 
improvement over last year’s .281 through 52 games. The win over the Tribe capped Tech non-
conference record at 17-8, making the sixth straight season that Tech has had a winning record in 
non-league games.

Earning league-wide respect: Tech head coach Pete 
Hughes helped the Hokies to a  three-win improvement 
in the ACC (they were 4-25 in 2006) during his •rst year 
in Blacksburg in 2007. Now in 2008, Virginia Tech is 
one of only two teams (Miami) expected to make a jump 
in the standings, according to a preseason poll of the 
league’s head coaches.

Tech in ACC games: Now in its fourth campaign in 
the ACC, Virginia Tech owns an 23-89 record in ACC 
games. Last season, the Hokies •nished sixth in the 
Coastal Division with a 7-23 league record, including 
a home victory over No. 4 North Carolina and a pair of 
road wins at No. 21 Georgia Tech. Tech •nished 7-19 
during its initial ACC season in 2005.

Tight games: One trend that really sticks out this season for the Hokies in how many 1-run 
games they’ve played. After playing in just eight 1-run games in each of the past three seasons, 
Tech has played in 19 this season, compiling an 8-11 record. If the Hokies had the fortune of 
going 11-8 in those games instead of 8-11, they would be 25-27 right now and in the running for 
their •rst winning season since joining the ACC. Tech is 3-6 this year in 1-run ACC games.

Success against Duke: Since joining the ACC, Tech has only beaten two conference members at 
least four times, and Duke is one of the those two (Wake Forest is the other). The Hokies are 4-5 
in ACC games against the Blue Devils, and have claimed at least one game in each of the teams’ 
three conference series. Duke’s last visit to Blacksburg came in 2006 and the Blue Devils took 
two of three from the Hokies. Last season, Tech dropped the •rst two games in Durham before 
taking game three 8-4 behind a 3-for-5, four-RBI effort from Sean O’Brien. Duke leads the all-
time series 19-14, and the teams •rst met in 1907.

Scouting the Blue Devils: While the Hokies have a lot to play for this weekend, so do the Blue 
Devils, as a three-game sweep for Duke would give them a shot at making the ACC Tournament 
if other teams lost. Duke enters the series with a 35-17-1 record overall and an 8-17-1 conference 
mark. The much-improved Blue Devils went undefeated 27-0 in conference play after downing 
Campbell 10-5 on Tuesday. Duke was swept by Wake Forest last weekend in conference action. 
On offense, Duke hits .300 as a team and is led by Nate Freiman, who is hitting .389 with 11 
homers and 46 RBI after hitting two bombs against the Camels. On the mound, Duke sports a 
3.66 staff ERA. Friday’s starter, Christopher Manno, is 6-1 with a 2.87 ERA and 75 strikeouts in 
53.1 innings.

The game of a lifetime: The New York Yankees visited Blacksburg on March 18th to honor a 
commitment made last May when they offered to play the Hokies on the Tech campus as a way 
of helping the community to heal after the tragic shootings of April 16th. See page 18 for for the 
star-studded box score.

Senior day: Seven departing Hokies will be honored prior to Saturday’s game for their contribu-
tions over their careers in Blacksburg. Among those playing their •nal collegiate games will be 
seniors Randy Buf•ngton, David Cross, Jose Cueto, Matt Hacker, Sean O’Brien and Andrew 
Wells, as well as redshirt junior Travis Willson.
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A better half: The Hokies have enjoyed April and May a lot more than they did February and 
March. If you split the season in half, Tech went 8-18 (0-12 ACC) over its •rst 26 games with a 
6.79 ERA. In their last 26 games, however, the Hokies are 14-12 (5-10 ACC) with a 4.91 ERA.

Duke ties: Before coming to Tech prior to last season, associate head coach and pitching coach 
Dave Turgeon spent one season in Durham as the Blue Devils’ associate head coach, pitching coach 
and recruiting coordinator. 

Tech’s probable starters: Rhett Ballard has been Tech’s most versatile and valuable pitcher and 
is expected to start game one on Thursday. After beginning the season as a reliever, he made his 
•rst start since 2006 on April 4 against Maryland. He threw Tech’s •rst complete game of the 
season against Wake Forest back on April 11, and struck out a career-best 11 on May 4 against 
Presbyterian. In his last start vs. Miami, he took the loss after allowing eight runs (six earned) on 
six hits and three walks in a 137-pitch, 7.1-inning effort.
  Freshman lefty Justin Wright has been Tech’s game 2 starter in each of the last four weekends. 
Another converted reliever, he made his •rst start on April 9 against VCU. In just his •fth 
collegiate start last Saturday, Wright tossed a complete game to upset the No. 1 Miami Hurricanes. 
He allowed six runs on nine hits and four walks, but tied a personal best with seven K’s in the 
132-pitch effort.
  Another freshman, 6-foot-5 righty Jesse Hahn, will start game three. Hahn has made a team-high 
eight starts in 13 appearances, racking up a 3-6 record in 60 innings. In his last outing in game three 
with Miami, he was tagged with the loss after going six innings and giving up four runs on eight 
hits and three walks. He also fanned three.

Who’s the top hitter?: Redshirt senior Sean O’Brien and freshman Austin Wates are entrenched 
in a battle for the team’s batting title. Should O’Brien come out on top, he would become the •rst 
Hokie to ever lead the team in batting average in four different seasons (He hit .372 in 2004, .317 
in 2006 and .327 in 2007). In fact, he’s already just the second Hokie to ever do it for three years, 
joining Gene Fornash, who did so in 1972, 1973 and 1975. Should Wates win out, he would be the 
•rst freshman to do so since, ironically, O’Brien in 2004.

More on Wates, O’Brien: When Wates hit two triples against Liberty on May 7, he became the 
second Hokie to do so this season, as senior Jose Cueto also did it on March 28 at UVa. Wates now 
has an ACC-leading six three-baggers this year, ans is the •rst Hokie to hit six since Chris Stanton 
in 2003. The two in one game ties nine previous Hokies for the school record, while the six in a 
season ties for third most in a single year. Shaun Thomas has seven in 1990 and Kevin Barker had 
nine in 1996. The six triples ranks 21st in the nation this season.
  O’Brien’s bases 49 walks this season rank six in the nation. He’s just 10 shy of the Tech single-
season record, while his four-year total of 152 is just 18 below the career mark. He also has 55 
career doubles, which ranks him fourth on Tech’s all-time list.

Team improvements: Currently batting .296 as team, Tech has a chance to •nish the season with 
its highest average since hitting .312 in 2002. The Hokies have already recorded their most runs and 
homers since 2003. With an ERA of 5.84, Tech can •nish with their best mark since 2004 (4.62).

A visit from a legend: The Hokies got a special visit from one of baseball’s all-time greats, Hall 
of Famer Cal Ripken, Jr., before the season. Ripken was in Blacksburg on Feb. 11th to speak at the 
team’s fundraising banquet, but he set aside 30 minutes before the event to meet privately with the 
Hokies.
