CHARLOTTE, N.C. — East Carolina 
beat No. 17 Virginia Tech at its own game 
when T.J. Lee blocked a punt and returned 
it for the game-winning touchdown 
during the final two minutes of a 27-22 
season-opening victory at Bank of America 
Stadium.
	 The Pirates, who fell behind 14-0 in 
the first half and trailed 22-13 with less 
than four minutes to go, used Tech miscues 
and the outstanding play of quarterback 
Pat Pinkney to position themselves for the 
win. ECU intercepted a Tech pass at its 
own 5-yard line to stop the Hokies’ first 
possession and then used a pick at the Tech 
20 to set up a crucial score just before the 
half. Pinkney threw for one TD and ran for 
another in the second half to pull his team 
within two points at 22-20 with 3:36 left.
	 Tech had a chance to get a big early 
jump, but failed to post points on trips in-
side the ECU 20 on its first two possessions. 
The Hokies still managed to build a 14-0 
lead on a 30-yard fumble return by corner-
back Stephan Virgil and a 6-yard run by 
tailback Kenny Lewis within a four-minute 
span of the second quarter. Lewis’ score was 
set up by an ECU fumble on a kickoff.
	 ECU was poised to tie the game at 
14-all in the third quarter, but Tech’s 
John Graves blocked the extra point and 
Virgil returned it for a two-point defensive 
conversion.

Game Notes

• East Carolina’s win in 
Charlotte snapped a six-
game Virginia Tech winning 
streak in the series and was 
the Hokies’ third loss in as 
many trips to the city of 
Charlotte.

• Ten players made their 
first collegiate starts for 
the Hokies in Charlotte. 
The first-time starters on 
offense were split end Danny 
Coale, right tackle Blake 
DeChristopher and flanker 
Dyrell Roberts. Defensively, 
cornerbacks Rashad 
Carmichael and Stephan 
Virgil, tackles John Graves 
and Cordarrow Thompson, 
end Jason Worilds, 
linebacker Purnell Sturdivant 
and rover Davon Morgan all 
made their debuts as starters.

• The Hokies had 0 penalty 
yards against the Pirates. 
The last time that happened 
was in a 1980 game against 
William & Mary.

COLLEGE PARK, Md. — Virginia 
Tech, ranked third in the country, 
overcame four turnovers and some 
uncharacteristic penalties to post a 28-9 
Atlantic Coast Conference road victory 
against the University of Maryland. 
	 Tech scored on just one of three 
first-half trips inside the red-zone during 
the Thursday night ESPN contest, but 
still managed a 7-3 advantage at the 
intermission. 
	 In the second half, the Hokies’ 
offense finally got on track, churning out 
214 yards and three touchdowns on the 
ground. 
	 While the offense was trying to 
find its rhythm, the Tech defense held the 
Terrapins to just three points through the 
first 57 minutes of the game. 
	 The Hokies registered 12 
quarterback hurries, four sacks and a pair 
of interceptions on the way to limiting the 
Terps to 254 total yards of offense.  
	 Quarterback Marcus Vick was 
picked off three times during the game, 
but more than compensated for it by 
accounting for 344 yards of offense. Vick 
rushed for 133 yards and a touchdown, 
while adding 211 passing yards. 
	 Tailback Mike Imoh contributed 
two touchdown runs in the second half 
and finished with 86 yards rushing. Wide 
receivers David Clowney (76 yards), Josh 
Morgan (63 yards) and Eddie Royal (33 
yards) combined for 172 yards receiving.

Game Notes

• When Virginia Tech failed 
to score in the opening 
quarter against Maryland, 
it marked the first time the 
Hokies had not scored in a 
quarter. Tech scored points 
in 24-straight quarters to 
start the season.

• After committing a 
combined total of two 
turnovers during its first 
six games of the season, the 
Hokies turned the ball over 
four times at Maryland. 
When Maryland recovered 
a Mike Imoh fumble at its 
own 6-yard line, it marked 
Tech’s first lost fumble of the 
season. 

• Tech posted season highs 
for rushing yards and total 
offense during the game. The 
Hokies rushed for 286 yards 
and finished with 497 total 
yards. Tech averaged seven 
yards per play on offense. 

• The Hokies’ seven penalties 
and 71 penalty yards were 
both season highs.

BLACKSBURG — Virginia Tech scored 
three touchdowns in a three-minute 
span of the third quarter to win their 
13th-consecutive home opener with a 24-7 
decision against Furman University.
	 After managing just three points in an 
uneventful first half, the Hokies finally got 
things going their way in the third quarter. 
A 50-yard run by sophomore quarterback 
Tyrod Taylor moved Tech to the Furman 
14 on its first possession of the half. Senior 
signal caller Sean Glennon took it from 
there, capping the drive with a 10-yard 
touchdown pass to Kenny Lewis, Jr., the 
first touchdown reception of his career.
	 Lewis scored again 85 seconds later 
after Tech’s defense forced a fumble at the 
Furman 31. This time, the junior tailback 
scooted 23 yards up the middle to put the 
Hokies on top 17-0.
	 It took the Hokies just two plays to get 
the ball back, thanks to a Stephan Virgil 
interception and return to the Paladins’ 
9-yard line. Redshirt freshman tailback 
Darren Evans covered the final 9 yards 
on two carries to complete the 21-point 
outburst.
	 Taylor rushed for 112 yards in the 
game as the Hokies piled up 261 yards 
on the ground, including 104 in the third 
quarter. The Paladins passed for 213 yards 
but battled poor field position the entire 
game. Furman’s average starting point was 
its own 16-yard line.

Game Notes

• Ike Whitaker made his 
first collegiate start at any 
position. Whitaker’s start 
came as the third wide 
receiver in the Hokies’ 
opening set.

• For the second game in a 
row, defensive tackle John 
Graves blocked a kick. 
Graves, who had a blocked 
extra point against East 
Carolina, blocked a Furman 
field goal.

• Senior Dustin Keys made 
his first collegiate field goal, a 
22-yardder with 29 seconds 
left in the first half.

• Tech turned in its first 
200-yard rushing game 
since piling up 224 yards 
against Clemson in 2006. 
The Hokies had 261 against 
Furman.

• Justin Myer handled the 
kickoff duties for Tech, 
becoming the ninth true 
freshman to see action for 
the Hokies.

BLACKSBURG —  Virginia Tech 
drove 76 yards for a tie-breaking 
field goal and then held off Georgia 
Tech twice during the final four 
minutes to open Atlantic Coast 
Conference play with a 20-17 
victory at Lane Stadium/Worsham 
Field.
	 The Hokies’ winning drive was 
fueled by the running of redshirt 
freshman Darren Evans and two 
costly Georgia Tech penalties. The 
march ended at the Yellow Jackets’ 
4-yard line leading to a 21-yard field 
goal by Dustin Keys. Georgia Tech 
got two more cracks at the Hokies, 
but was stymied both times after 
compiling over 350 yards of offense 
over the first 56 minutes of play. 
	 Georgia Tech erased a 17-9 
deficit with an 81-yard fourth-
quarter drive that quarterback Josh 
Nesbitt capped with an 18-yard 
touchdown run and a two-point 
extra point pass that tied the score 
with 9:28 remaining. 
	 The visitors piled up 387 yards 
of offense to the home team’s 247 
yards, but offset that advantage by 
committing three turnovers and 
eight penalties.
	 Evans and quarterback Tyrod 
Taylor each contributed touchdowns 
for the Hokies, while Keys booted 
a pair of field goals. The Hokies did 
not commit a turnover in the game 
and had just three penalties.

Game Notes

• Defensive end Nekos Brown and 
tight end Chris Drager made their 
first collegiate starts in the game, 
while veteran Victor “Macho” Harris 
got a start on both offense and 
defense. Harris, the Hokies’ regular 
starter at the boundary cornerback 
position, also got the nod at one of 
the starting wide receiver slots. It was 
his first appearance on offense for the 
Hokies.

• Georgia Tech’s five pass 
completions were the fewest against 
the Hokies since 2005 when Duke 
had five. The nine passes attempted 
by the Yellow Jackets tied for the 
second-fewest against a Frank 
Beamer-coached Hokie team. Temple 
attempted nine passes in 1998, while 
Clemson tried just eight during a 
1989 game with the Hokies.

• The Hokies’ 48 yards passing were 
the fewest for a Virginia Tech team 
since throwing for just 44 yards in a 
win at Miami in 2003.

• John Graves became the first 
player under Beamer to block a kick 
in three straight games. He blocked 
a PAT against ECU, a field goal 
against Furman and a PAT against 
Georgia Tech.

LINCOLN, Neb. — A blocked punt 
and an interception helped Virginia Tech 
to a 9-0 lead in the first quarter and the 
Hokies never trailed on the way to a hard 
fought 35-30 non-conference victory over 
previously unbeaten Nebraska before a 
record crowd at Memorial Stadium.
	 The turnout of 85,831 fans got their 
money’s worth as the home standing 
Cornhuskers breathed down the Hokies’ 
neck all evening long. After Tech grabbed 
a 28-10 advantage late in the third quarter, 
Nebraska used a 75-yard drive and a 
stunning 88-yard punt return to pull 
within five points with just under eight 
minutes to go. 
	 Tech quarterback Tyrod Taylor 
responded by marching the Hokies 80 
yards in 11 plays for a 35-23 lead at the 
2:28 mark, but it took Nebraska just four 
plays and 56 seconds to answer once again 
on quarterback Joe Ganz, second TD pass 
of the game. Nebraska got one last chance 
with 25 seconds left, but the Hokie defense 
forced a fumble and took over at the NU 
48.
	 Tech ran for 206 yards, picking up two 
rushing touchdowns from tailback Darren 
Evans, and got a strong performance from 
kicker Dustin Keys who booted four field 
goals.

Game Notes

• The Memorial Stadium 
crowd of 85,831, was the 
largest in the stadium’s history 
and marked the third-largest 
crowd that Virginia Tech had 
ever played football in front of, 
trailing only LSU last season 
(92,739) and USC at FedEx 
Field in 2004 (91,665).

• The Hokies scored in the 
first quarter for the first time 
in their last seven games, 
dating back to last year.

• Senior Victor Harris 
recorded the 11th pass 
interception of his Tech career 
(second of 2008) in the first 
quarter, setting up a 1-yard 
touchdown run for Darren 
Evans. Harris’ pick ties him 
for eighth place in career 
interceptions at Tech. Evans, 
meanwhile, has now scored at 
least one touchdown in each of 
the first five games of his Tech 
career.

Game 4: Hokies Escape Chapel Hill With Close Win

CHAPEL HILL, N.C. — An 
inspired second-half rally gave 
Virginia Tech a crucial 20-17 ACC 
Coastal Division road win over the 
University of North Carolina at 
Kenan Stadium.
	 Trailing 17-3 late in the 
third quarter, the Hokies pulled 
themselves together with a 13-play, 
89-yard drive that culminated with 
a 10-yard scoring run by redshirt 
freshman Darren Evans. A third-
and-7 pass from quarterback Tyrod 
Taylor to freshman Dyrell Roberts 
that netted 15 yards proved to be 
the key play. 
	 The Tech defense needed just 
two plays to get the ball back for 
the offense, forcing a fumble that 
was recovered on the UNC 30. It 
took Tech just five plays to tie the 
game with tailback Kenny Lewis, 
Jr., covering the final 11 yards with 
13:46 remaining.
	 The Hokies completed their 
comeback with a 45-yard field goal 
by senior Dustin Keys at the 10:42 
mark. 
	 Tech then thwarted the Tar 
Heels’ final two possessions with 
interceptions to complete one of 
the best comebacks of the Frank 
Beamer era in Blacksburg.

Game Notes

• Freshman receiver Jarrett Boykin 
made his first collegiate start, 
coming as the third receiver, while 
redshirt freshman Darren Evans 
made his first start as the Hokies 
started two tailbacks.

• Tech’s comeback from 14 points 
down in the second half equaled the 
second biggest rally for a Tech team 
under Beamer. The Hokies rallied 
from a 15-point deficit at Virginia 
in 1995 and previously came back 
from 14 points down against 
Georgia Tech in 2004 and Syracuse 
in 2000.  

• The Hokies failed to score in 
the first quarter for the sixth 
consecutive game, dating back to 
last year when they failed to score 
in the opening quarter of season-
ending games against Boston 
College and Kansas. The last time 
Tech failed to score in four straight 
first quarters in one season was in 
1981 under Coach Bill Dooley.

• Redshirt freshman tailback 
Darren Evans registered a rushing 
touchdown for the fourth straight 
game.

Taylor also had a key 19-yard run on 
Tech’s final touchdown drive.
	 WKU was just 3 of 14 on third-down 
conversions and managed a total of eight 
first downs.

• Linebacker Brett Warren’s 36-yard 
interception return at BC resulted 
in his first collegiate touchdown. 
Victor Harris’ posted his third career 
interception return for a TD and his 
fourth career touchdown overall. 

• Harris intercepted a pass for 
the fourth straight game. The last 
Tech player to accomplish that feat 
was Carter Wiley during the 1985 
season.

• Tech allowed a punt to be returned 
for a score for the second time this 
season, and counting a blocked punt 
that was returned for a TD by ECU, 
has officially allowed three punt 
returns for scores.

• Quarterback Tyrod Taylor rushed 
for 110 yards on 15 carries.

Friedgen 
coached with Beamer for one season before returning to Maryland 
as the offensive coordinator.
	 • The close relationship between Beamer and Friedgen extends 
to the off-season with both coaches having summer homes close to 
each other at Lake Oconee in Georgia.
	 • They also took lamaze classes together with their wives when 
the couples were each expecting their first child. Cheryl Beamer was 
pregnant with son Shane at the time, while Gloria Friedgen was 
preparing to give birth to daughter Kelley.

•	 After redshirting last year, he has made a 
quick impact on the Tech offense, rushing 
for 519 yards and eight scores — including 
at least one in each of the first six games. He 
took over the starting duties with Lewis now 
out for the rest of the season.

•	 Evans is the first Tech player on record to 
score a touchdown in each of the first six 

games played in. The previous high belonged 
to Cyrus Lawrence, who scored in his first 
four games played.

                                            
•	 Tight end Greg Boone — at 280 pounds 

— is a former high school quarterback and 
safety who passed for 1,285 yards, rushed for 
949 yards and accounted for 35 touchdowns 
his senior year. He has shown his arm many 
times, uncorking 70-yard passes at the team’s 
walk-through and can throw a ball from one 
knee 55 yards on the fly.

•	 He caught a 27-yard touchdown pass against

•	 The football program wore all-white 

uniforms for the Furman game with a 
combination of uniforms from the past, 
including white helmerts. The uniforms were 
worn as part of the “White Out” in which 
fans were asked to bring a book to support

Thompson dropped the most 
weight of any of the players from last year’s 
preseason weigh-ins and now weighs 303 
pounds after playing last year at 338 pounds. 
Other players to see significant weight loss 
were linemen Nick Marshman (18 pounds) 
and Ryan Shuman (21 pounds), tight end 
Greg Boone (11 pounds) and defensive 
lineman Kwamaine Battle (21 pounds).

•	 Brett Warren got his first collegiate start 

last year at Duke and responded with 11 
tackles, including three for loss and a sack, 
as well as an interception, earning him ACC 
Defensive Lineman of the Week honors. He 
recorded a career-high 15 tackles, including 
half a tackle for loss, and forced a fumble 
in the big conference win over Georgia 
Tech, earning ACC honors once again. He 
is second on the team in tackles with 58, 
including 2.0 tackles for loss.

•	 Warren opened the Boston College game 
with a 36-yard interception return for a 
touchdown, the first score of his career.

                                             
•	 Both of Purnell Sturdivant’s parents are 

ministers and missed his big game against 
William & Mary last year after their car 
broke down. Sturdivant posted eight stops, 
including 2.5 for loss and two sacks, with 
two interceptions. His parents even went to 
bed without knowing the results of the game 

because they couldn’t get the game on the 
radio or Internet and it wasn’t until Sunday 
when he called them and told them to read 
the newspaper that they found out the news.

•	 Sturdivant — who is nicknamed “P-Stump” 
because his forearms are shorter than the 
length between some of the bigger players’ 
pinky and thumb — moves into the starting 
lineup this year and even though he’s 5-10, 
he has posted a 40-inch vertical leap, one 
of the better 40-yard dash times among the 
linebackers and is a monster in the weight 
room.

•	 He is engaged to ShaQunda Barrett who 
goes to Radford but went to high school 
with Sturdivant.

•	 Sturdivant leads the team in tackles with 61, 
including 1.5 sacks and two pass break ups.

                                             
•	 Kam Chancellor is on the move once 

again. The former high school basketball 
star and lightly recruited football product 
came into the 2006 camp as an unknown 
— but physically impressive — quarterback 
prospect. He made the move to cornerback 
just a few practices into his career and played 
mostly on special teams as a true freshman. 
Last year, he started all 14 games at the rover 
position, recording 79 tackles. He now takes 
over at free safety, replacing All-ACC pick 
D.J. Parker as the quarterback of the defense.

•	 In preseason max testing, he bench pressed 
375 pounds, breaking the free safety position 
record of 370 pounds set in 1996 by his 
current position coach, Torrian Gray.

•	 This past offseason, he worked back home 
for Pepsi as a stocker so he could earn 
money for his single mother, Karen Lambert.

•	 Chancellor keeps a highlight video of the

•	 He has 33 tackles, a fumble recovery and an 
interception on the season.

                                             
• 	 Cody Grimm and the Warren brothers 

have known each other since infancy as their 
fathers played for the Washington Redskins 
for several years. Grimm is the son of NFL 
Pro Bowler Russ Grimm, while Brett and 
Beau Warren are the sons of Don Warren.

•	 Don Warren was a tight end who played 
for the ‘Skins from 1979-92, winning three 
Super Bowls. He is now a scout for the 
team. Grimm started just a few spots down 
from Warren, at offensive guard. He was an 
original member of “The Hogs” who played 
with the ‘Skins from 1981-91 and also won 
three Super Bowl titles (1982, 1987 and 
1992). He played all 140 games of his career 
in Washington, earning first-team all-decade 
honors from the NFL for the 1980s and 
was a four-time Pro Bowl selection. He is in 
his second season as the Arizona Cardinals 
assistant head coach and offensive line coach 
after spending six years with the Steelers.

•	 Cody is a former walk-on who has earned 
playing time on special teams, but got the 
start against Boston College last year when 
Cam Martin was slow to recover from 
mononucleosis. He also started against 
Georgia Tech this year, recording his first 
collegiate interception. He picked up a pair 
of sacks at Florida State. Brett is the starter 
at inside linebacker and Beau is the No. 2 at 
center, but started two games last year.

                                             
• 	 The story of Victor “Macho” Harris’ 

tumultuous December of 2004 is widely 

known, but always worth repeating. First, 
he suffered third-degree burns, on Dec. 15, 
the day Tech head coach Frank Beamer 
and assistant Jim Cavanaugh were coming 
to his house for a recruiting visit. Harris’ 
mother, Maritza, was preparing a meal for 
the coaches, and a grease fire broke out 
in the kitchen while she was at the store. 
Harris put out the fire by throwing a quilt 
on the pan, but suffered burns in the process. 
He has small scars on his face, and skin 
grafts on his right forearm. Then, 10 days 
after Beamer’s visit, and five days after he 
committed to the Hokies, his mother fainted 
at home on Christmas Day and passed away 
at the hospital. He has a tattoo on his left 
forearm of an image of his mother and the 
words: “My angel. My reason. My mother.” 
He also has a tattoo on his neck that reads 
“Mama’s Boy.” Maritza Harris was 43.

•	 After missing the East Carolina game with a 
foot injury, he returned for the Furman game 
and saw his first action on offense against 
Georgia Tech, playing nine snaps. He picked 
off a pass on the 2-yard line against UNC 
to stop a late drive and also caught a 9-yard 
pass. On the year, he has 28 tackles, four 
interceptions, seven catches for 53 yards and 
is averaging over 12 yards per punt return.

•	 He intercepted a pass in four straight games 
and now has 13 for his career, tied for 
fourth place in the Tech record books with 
Ron Davidson and Lenny Smith. He also 
has four non-offensive touchdowns for his 
career.

                                             
• 	 Orion Martin has gone from an unknown 

walk-on to the starter at defensive end in 
just over two years. Martin walked onto the 
squad in 2005 after spending a semester at 
Norfolk State and one semester at Hargrave 
Military Academy. He made quite an

Beamer.

•	Tech football teams are 337-97-13 in . Tech football teams are 337-97-13 in

the start of the 2003 season.

. • A large part of that impressive record is 
the home-field environment created by the 
fans as Lane Stadium has been sold out 
for 65 consecutive games, starting with the 
final home game of the 1998 season against 
Virginia.

Heearned the 
nomination by being a leader of Athletes 
in Action ministry for his entire career, 
visiting a Blacksburg High football player 
who suffered a paralyzing injury to offer 
encouragement, leading a local high school 
football clinic in the summer and serving as 
a Special Olympics guest speaker.

•	 Martin proposed to his long-time girlfriend, 
Jennifer Edwards, after the Georgia Tech 
game. Edwards graduated from UVa and 
earned a Master’s from Georgia and now 
works in Atlanta.

•	 He leads the team with 10.5 tackles for loss 
and 5.5 sacks with one forced fumble and 
three pass break ups.

                                             
• 	 Jason Worilds has made a change each year 

he’s been at Tech. His first year, he went 
by Jason Adjepong, but legally changed his 
last named to Worilds for last season. This 
season, he has switched from his No. 43 
jersey to No. 6 and has taken over one of the 
starting defensive end spots.

•	 He has 39 tackles, including 8.5 for loss and 
3.0 sacks this year. He blocked a field goal at 
Boston College, the first of his career.

                                             
• 	 John Graves has made an immediate impact 

on special teams this year, blocking a PAT 
against ECU, a field goal against Furman 
and a PAT against Georgia Tech. He became 
the first Tech player to block a kick in three 
consecutive games under Frank Beamer. 
He also has two fumble recoveries, a forced 
fumble and two pass break ups.

                                             
• 	 Defensive end Nekos Brown is the son 

of Chuck Brown, who is known as the 
godfather of go-go music, and is a famous 
songwriter and performer. Brown serves 
as the main backup at both defensive end 
spots. He has 12 tackles and five quarterback 
hurries this year.

                                             
•	 Danny Coale comes from quite the athletic 

family. His brother, Kevin, plays midfield 
for the University of Virginia men’s lacrosse 
team. Their father, Jimmy, is the head 
strength and conditioning coach at VMI. He 
leads the team with 18 receptions for 182 
yards, with a long of 28 yards.

                                             
•	 True freshman Jarrett Boykin has become 

a big-play receiver for the Hokies and uses 
his big hands to help with snagging passes. 
Boykin’s hands are so large that he has to 

wear size-3X receiver’s gloves. His thick 
fingers bust the seams of the gloves, sending 
him back to equipment manager Lester 
Karlin often for a replacement pair. 

•	 He moved into the full-time starting lineup 
for the WKU game and is averaging a 17.2 
yards per catch.

                                             
•	 Kenny Lewis, Jr., isn’t the only player on 

the team who excelled at baseball. Back-up 
linebacker Hunter Ovens was a 25th-round 
draft pick of the San Diego Padres and 
starting rover Dorian Porch was eyed by 
the Arizona Diamondbacks as a potential 
early round choice, but Porch elected to turn 
down a $300,000 offer and come to Tech.

                                             
•	 Stephan Virgil practiced just a few times 

in the spring while concentrating on his 
academics, but has come on strong this 
season at cornerback. He took over the field 
corner spot when Victor Harris moved to 
boundary corner after Brandon Flowers left 
for the NFL.

•	 Virgil is seventh on the team with 30 tackles, 
including two for loss. 

•	 He returned a fumble for a touchdown 
against East Carolina, made a game-sealing 
interception at North Carolina and blocked 
a punt for a safety at Nebraska.

                                             
•	 Jonas Houseright is just one of several 

Hokies on the dress squad to have family 
ties to the Tech program. Houseright’s 
brothers — Billy and Jake — were both 
starting linebackers for the Hokies and their 
dad, Bill, lettered at Tech from 1969-71, 
while his cousin, Chad Beasley, started at 
defensive tackle, and his uncle, Tom Beasley, 
started at defensive tackle in the ‘70s.

•	 Blake Warren, who played linebacker for 
Tech earlier this decade, is the brother of 
current Hokies Brett and Beau Warren.

•	 Orion and Cam Martin’s uncle, Bobby, 
played for Tech in the late ‘80s.

• 	 Cody Grimm is the brother of Chad 
Grimm, who lettered four times as a 
linebacker and special teams standout in 
2006.

                                             
•	 Long snapper Matt Tuttle has gone from 

obscurity to a snapper for one of the top 
special team units in the country and now to 
Homecoming King. 

•	 Tuttle is a walk-on who officially joined the 
team about a month into last season. He 
wasn’t in the media guide and didn’t get a 
head shot taken until this preseason.

•	 He practiced in the spring of 2007, but 
his chance to play in the Spring Game 
and in Lane Stadium was erased when the 
scrimmage was cancelled due to the tragedy 
on campus.

1,290 … combined total offense in the 1993 
Tech-Maryland game still stands as a record 
by two teams at Lane Stadium/Worsham 
Field.

	 • Seven of Tech‘s last 10 teams 
are ranked among the school’s 
top 10 highest scoring teams. 
During that time, a player at 
every position on the defensive 
unit has produced at least one 
touchdown, and 30 different 
players have scored touchdowns 
while playing on Tech’s special 
teams. Altogether, the defense and 
special teams have combined for 
118 TDs since Beamer arrived in 
1987, including 101 in Tech’s last 
185 games.
	 • Under Beamer, Tech’s 
defense has scored 77 TDs, with 
50 coming on pass interceptions, 
25 on fumble returns and two 
on fumble recoveries. The special 
teams have added 41 TDs, 
including 15 on blocked punts, 
16 on punt returns, five on 
kickoff returns, four on blocked 
field goals and one on a fumble 
recovery. 
	 • Fittingly, the trend started in 
Beamer’s first game as Tech’s head 
coach when true freshman Jon 
Jeffries returned a kickoff 92 yards 
for a touchdown against Clemson.
