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Last Meeting: Big Fourth Quarter Rescues Hokies

BLACKSBURG — Virginia Tech
overcame a sluggish start and a
well-prepared Cincinnati football
team to post a hard-earned 29-13
victory and give head coach Frank
Beamer his 150th win at his alma
mater.

Trailing 10-5 at the half, Tech
took the second half kickoff and
drove 70 yards in 1:36 to grab the
lead and the momentum, thanks
to a 47-yard touchdown catch by
Justin Harper.

The Bearcats rebounded to
lead briefly, but the Hokies roared
back behind tailback Branden
Ore to finish the game with 17
unanswered points.

Ore rushed 25 times for 170
yards and a touchdown to pump
life into the offense in the second
half. He went into the locker room
at the half with just 18 yards and
ran for 152 in the second half.

The defense got two
interceptions from cornerback
Victor Harris, including one for 72
yards and a touchdown, to preserve
the win in the final minutes.

Game Notes

+ When Cincinnati scored in
the second quarter, it marked
the first points given up by
Tech at home since the last
play of the first half of the
North Carolina game in
2005, a span of 11 quarters.

+ Tech failed to score in the
second quarter, breaking a
string of 18-straight quarters
with points.

+ Josh Morgan blocked a
punt for a safety in the first
quarter. Tech has blocked
at least one kick in each of
its last six games against
Cincinnati.

+ The victory marked just
the ninth win for a Beamer-
coached squad when trailing
after three quarters. Tech
entered the game 8-60 in
such scenarios.

SUN BOWL REMATCH

+ This year’s FedEx Orange Bowl is a rematch of the Sun Bowl,
played on Jan. 1, 1947 in El Paso, Texas. It was the first bowl game for
both squads and the Bearcats came away with an 18-6 win.

+ The Bearcats scored three rushing touchdowns and Tech’s Ralph
Beard scored on the ground for the Hokies. All four conversion kicks
were missed. Cincinnati outgained Tech by a 369-34 margin on the
ground.

+ The bowl week was marked by “unusual” weather. Three inches
of snow fell atop frozen rain the day before the game, and when kickoff
time rolled around, the teams took the field under cloudy skies and
below-freezing temperatures. According to one newspaper account,
“blankets, fur caps, galoshes, ski suits, stocking caps and all types of
winter wear were much in evidence” among the crowd of 10,000.

TECH AT NEUTRAL SITES

+ Virginia Tech has a 146-122-19 record in football games played
at neutral sites. Tech is 9-13 in neutral site games during Coach Frank
Beamer's 22 seasons after the Hokies beat BC at Tampa in the ACC
Championship Game.

+ Besides bowl games, where the Hokies are 6-9, four of Tech's
other neutral site games under Beamer have been regular-season contests
— a33-20 loss to Florida State at Orlando, Fla., in 1991, a 38-16 win
over Temple at RFK Stadium in Washington, D.C., during the 1995
season, a 24-13 loss to No. 1 USC in 2004 at FedEx Field in Landover,
Md.,, to open that season and this year’s 27-22 season-opening loss to
ECU at Bank of America Stadium.

+ Tech also played in the 2005 and 2007 ACC Championship
games in Jacksonville, Fla., and the 2008 ACC title tilt in Tampa, Fla.

OVERALL ON THURSDAYS

+ Playing on Thursday used to be routine for Virginia Tech grid
teams. Tech and VMI clashed in Roanoke, Va., every Thanksgiving
afternoon except for two from 1913 through 1969 in what once was
known as “The Military Classic of the South.”

+ Overall, Tech has a 59-31-5 record in games played on Thursday.

NIGHT GAMES
+ Since 1946, Virginia Tech football teams have a 79-64-1 record in
night games, including a 46-31-1 record under coach Frank Beamer.

SUNSHINE STATE FACTS

+ In games played in the Sunshine State, Tech is 16-32. The Hokies
are 3-0 at Tampa, 5-13 at Tallahassee, 4-12 at Miami, 3-3 at Jacksonville,
0-2 at Gainesville and 1-1 at Orlando. Tech has played three games
prior in Dolphin Stadium, losing to Nebraska in the 1996 Orange Bowl,
losing to Kansas in last year’s Orange Bowl and losing to the University
of Miami this year in a conference game.

In the ACC Championship game, he rushed
for two scores, earning MVP honors.

He is second on the team right now with
691 yards rushing and six scores. He is also
86-for-151 on the year passing for 896 yards
and two touchdowns.

Taylor already has four career 100-yard
rushing games as just a sophomore. The
school record for 100-yard rushing games by
a quarterback is six (Bob Schweickert) with
Michael Vick also sitting in second with four.

HOKIE STORY LINES

+ Tyrod Taylor started five games at
quarterback last season as a true freshman,
becoming the first true freshman to start at
quarterback for Tech since Todd Greenwood
did it in 1982. Taylor went 5-0 in those
starts,

+ Taylor is the latest in a growing line of
standout signal callers from the Peninsula
area of Virginia. The Hampton product joins
Allen Iverson and Ronald Curry from the
same city, Bryan Randall from Williamsburg
and both Michael and Marcus Vick from
Newport News to go on to success at the
next level from that area.

+ Taylor, who played as a true freshman last
year, was slated to redshirt this season, but
the Hokies have given the reigns to Taylor.

+ He came off the bench and rushed for 112
yards against Furman, the second 100-yard
rushing performance of his career. He earned
the start against Georgia Tech, leading the
Hokies to a big conference win. At Nebraska,
he accounted for 258 yards of total offense in
directing the Hokies to a big road victory.

Quarterback Sean Glennon is in the top 10
on two significant career charts at Virginia
Tech. He currently stands in sixth place in
total offense and fifth in passing yards (see
chart at left).

Glennon spent a week of his summer at the
Manning Passing Academy in Thibodaux,
La., as one of the camp counselors for the
second year in a row working with Peyton
and Eli Manning, the last two Super Bowl-
winning quarterbacks.

He led the Hokies to a win over No. 23
Maryland by passing for 127 yards and a
touchdown, just a game after leaving the
Florida State game with a sprained ankle.

Cory Holt, who has bounced around at
quarterback and wide receiver in his career,
finished the Florida State game when both
Taylor and Glennon went down with left
ankle sprains. Holt threw for a touchdown
and can play either position, if needed.

Kenny Lewis, Jr., spent several years in the
Cincinnati Reds’ organization, advancing to
AA ball, before enrolling at Virginia Tech in
January of 2006. He was a fourth-round pick
in the 2003 MLB Amateur Draft and chose
to go play with the Reds after signing with
the Hokies in February of 2003.

Lewis caught and ran for a touchdown
against Furman. He rushed for 237 yards in
six games and had four total touchdowns.
He ruptured his left Achilles’ tendon in the
Western Kentucky University game and is
out for the rest of the year.

Darren Evans and Josh Oglesby, a pair of
redshirt freshmen, are the 1-2 punch now for

the Hokies' offense.

Clemson, 2007

Darren Evans was the 2006 EA SPORTS
National Player of the Year and a PARADE
All-American as a running back his senior
season after rushing for 2,806 yards and a
state record 61 touchdowns, the No. 4 total
in U.S. prep football history.

After redshirting last year, he has made a
quick impact on the Tech offense, rushing
for a Tech freshman record 1,112 yards and
10 scores - including at least one in each of
the first six games. He took over the starting

duties with Lewis now out for the rest of the
season. He had a huge game on the national
stage when he rushed for a school-record 253
yards (with runs of 50 and 45 yards) on 32
carries with 12 broken tackles and a score in
Tech's 23-13 win over No. 23 Maryland and
has earned second-team All-ACC honors.
Evans is the first Tech player on record to
score a touchdown in each of the first six
games played in. The previous high belonged
to Cyrus Lawrence, who scored in his first

four games played.

Tight end Greg Boone — at 280 pounds

— is a former high school quarterback and
safety who passed for 1,285 yards, rushed for
949 yards and accounted for 35 touchdowns
his senior year. He has shown his arm many
times, uncorking 70-yard passes at the team’s
walk-through and can throw a ball from one
knee 55 yards on the fly.

He caught a 27-yard touchdown pass against
WKU, his first scoring reception since 2006.
He also caught a touchdown pass against
Maryland and has rushed several times out
of the “Wild Turkey” shotgun formation,
including a touchdown against Virginia.

The football program wore all-white
uniforms for the Furman game with a
combination of uniforms from the past,
including white helmets. The uniforms were
worn as part of the “White Out” in which
fans were asked to bring a book to support
“ , ” S
Herma’s Readers” a non-profit organization

Young Blood

+ Of the projected 68-man dress squad for
the Fed Ex Orange Bowl, 22 players are true
sophomores or younger (one sophomore, 15
redshirt freshmen and six true freshmen).
Tech starts five of these players on offense
(both WRs, QB, TB and OT).

+ Despite losing seven starters off last
year’s defense, Tech is seventh in the country
in total defense, allowing just 277.1 ypg.

+ The freshman trio of Danny Coale,
Jarrett Boykin and Dyrell Roberts at wide
receiver has combined to catch 76 passes for
984 yards and two scores.

+ Danny Coale has caught a Tech
freshman record 33 passes while Jarrett
Boykin needs 79 yards to break the school’s
freshman record for receiving yards (491 yds.
by Josh Hyman in 2004).

+ Darren Evans has rushed for a school
freshman record 1,112 yards and is just the
sixth freshman in ACC history to go over
the 1,000-yard mark. He has 10 rushing
touchdowns, a new school freshman
record, and his 10 total TDs tie the school’s
freshman scoring record (Tommy Edwards,

1989; 9 rush TD, 1 rec. TD).

mother, to promote literacy across the state
in grades K-12.

The fans supported the cause, bringing
nearly 10,000 books for the program. The
next book donation will be coupled with a
“White Out” for the Feb. 28, 2009 men'’s
basketball game with Duke.

The Hokies were dealt a major loss when
starting rover Davon Morgan tore the

ACL in his right knee returning a kickoff at
Nebraska on Sept. 27. He has been replaced
by Dorian Porch in the starting lineup.
Morgan had surgery on his knee on Oct.

2. Porch ended a Virginia drive with an
interception in the end zone late with the

Hokies leading 17-14.

Head coach Frank Beamer became a first-
time grandfather on Aug. 21 when his son,
Shane, who played at Tech and now coaches
at South Carolina, and his wife Emily
delivered Emma Sutton Beamer.

Beamer had knee replacement surgery prior
to spring practice and used a golf cart to get
around during the spring while rehabbing
and is nearly back to 100 percent.

Offensive tackle Ed Wang comes from
athletic parents, both of who were members

of the Chinese Olympic team.

Cordarrow Thompson was named the
“Biggest Loser” of the spring ... and that’s
a good thing. Thompson dropped the most
weight of any of the players from last year’s
preseason weigh-ins and now weighs 303

pounds after playing last year at 338 pounds.

Other players to see significant weight loss
were linemen Nick Marshman (18 pounds)
and Ryan Shuman (21 pounds), tight end
Greg Boone (11 pounds) and defensive
lineman Kwamaine Battle (21 pounds).

Tyrod Taylor and Kam Chancellor were

part of the championship-winning team in

+ Nick Marshman, who is an honorable
mention All-ACC selection, squatted 710
pounds in 2006, the second-most ever at
Tech by any football player. Marshman is
an avid outdoorsman and enjoys hunting
and fishing in the area with fellow lineman
Sergio Render, who earned second-team
All-ACC honors for his play at offensive
guard. Marshman was ruled academically
ineligible and will miss this game.

+ Brett Warren got his first collegiate start
last year at Duke and responded with 11
tackles, including three for loss and a sack,
as well as an interception, earning him ACC
Defensive Lineman of the Week honors. He
recorded a career-high 15 tackles, including
half a tackle for loss, and forced a fumble in
the big conference win over Georgia Tech
this year, earning ACC honors once again.

+ Warren opened the Boston College game

with a 36-yard interception return for a
touchdown, the first score of his career. He
sealed the ACC Championship game with

an interception, also against BC.

+ He is second on the team in tackles with

86, including 5.0 tackles for loss, with three
forced fumbles and two interceptions.

Tech Among Nation’s Best in Return TDs

+ The Hokies scored nine touchdowns last season via returns (5 INT, 3 PR, 1 KOR). Since
the start of the 1999 season, Tech has 70 touchdown returns, one ahead of Kansas State.

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+ Both of Purnell Sturdivant’s parents are

ministers and missed his big game against
William & Mary last year after their car
broke down. Sturdivant posted eight stops,
including 2.5 for loss and two sacks, with
two interceptions. His parents even went to
bed without knowing the results of the game
because they couldn’t get the game on the
radio or Internet and it wasn't until Sunday
when he called them and told them to read
the newspaper that they found out the news.

+ Sturdivant — who is nicknamed “P-Stump”

because his forearms are shorter than the
length between some of the bigger players’
pinky and thumb — moves into the starting
lineup this year and even though he’s 5-10,
he has posted a 40-inch vertical leap, one

of the better 40-yard dash times among the
linebackers and is a monster in the weight
room.

+ He s engaged to ShaQunda Barrett who

goes to Radford but went to high school
with Sturdivant.

+ Sturdivant leads the team in tackles with 91,

including 3.5 sacks, 8.0 tackles for loss and
two pass break ups.

+ Kam Chancellor made a move once again

for this season. The former high school
basketball star and lightly recruited football
product came into the 2006 camp as an
unknown — but physically impressive —

Dustin Keys, r-Sr., pk
Nick Marshman, r-Sr., og
Ryan Shuman, r-Sr., ¢

quarterback prospect. He made the move

to cornerback just a few practices into his
career and played mostly on special teams

as a true freshman. Last year, he started all
14 games at the rover position, recording 79
tackles. He has now taken over at free safety,
replacing All-ACC pick D.J. Parker as the
quarterback of the defense.

In preseason max testing, he bench pressed
375 pounds, breaking the free safety position
record of 370 pounds set in 1996 by his
current position coach, Torrian Gray.

This past offseason, he worked back home
for Pepsi as a stocker so he could earn
money for his single mother, Karen Lambert.
Chancellor keeps a highlight video of the
late Sean Taylor on his computer and
emulates his game as a hard hitter. He also
loves watching Ed Reed and calls him “one
of the smartest safeties I have ever seen. He
disguises himself on the field, making plays
when he is not even in the picture””

He has 51 tackles, two fumble recoveries, a
forced fumble, three pass break ups and an
interception this year.

Cody Grimm and the Warren brothers
have known each other since infancy as their

fathers played for the Washington Redskins

for several years. Grimm is the son of NFL
Pro Bowler Russ Grimm, while Brett and
Beau Warren are the sons of Don Warren.
Don Warren was a tight end who played

for the ‘Skins from 1979-92, winning three
Super Bowls. He is now a scout for the
team. Grimm started just a few spots down
from Warren, at offensive guard. He was an
original member of “The Hogs” who played
with the‘Skins from 1981-91 and also won
three Super Bowl titles (1982, 1987 and
1992). He played all 140 games of his career
in Washington, earning first-team all-decade
honors from the NFL for the 1980s and
was a four-time Pro Bowl selection. He is in
his second season as the Arizona Cardinals
assistant head coach and offensive line coach
after spending six years with the Steelers.
Cody is a former walk-on who has earned
playing time on special teams, but got the
start against Boston College last year when
Cam Martin was slow to recover from
mononucleosis.

He also started against Georgia Tech

this year, recording his first collegiate
interception. He picked up a pair of sacks at
Florida State, He is third on the team with
6.5 sacks and is third with 12.5 tackles for
loss. Despite starting just one game this year,
he is third on the team with 66 tackles. He
also has two forced fumbles.

Brett is the starter at inside linebacker and
Beau is the No. 2 at center, but started two
games last year.

The story of Victor “Macho” Harris’
tumultuous December of 2004 is widely
known, but always worth repeating, First,
he suffered third-degree burns, on Dec. 15,
the day Tech head coach Frank Beamer
and assistant Jim Cavanaugh were coming
to his house for a recruiting visit. Harris’
mother, Maritza, was preparing a meal for

the coaches, and a grease fire broke out

in the kitchen while she was at the store.
Harris put out the fire by throwing a quilt
on the pan, but suffered burns in the process.
He has small scars on his face, and skin
grafts on his right forearm. Then, 10 days
after Beamer's visit, and five days after he
committed to the Hokies, his mother fainted
at home on Christmas Day and passed away
at the hospital. He has a tattoo on his left
forearm of an image of his mother and the
words: “My angel. My reason. My mother.”
He also has a tattoo on his neck that reads
“Mama’s Boy.” Maritza Harris was 43.

After missing the East Carolina game with a
foot injury, he returned for the Furman game
and saw his first action on offense against
Georgia Tech, playing nine snaps. He picked
off a pass on the 2-yard line against UNC

to stop a late drive and also caught a 9-yard
pass.

He has six interceptions, just one behind the
four players leading the country with seven,
and has returned two of those picks for
touchdowns. On the year, he has 44 tackles,
including 2.5 for loss, seven pass break ups,
two forced fumbles, a fumble recovery, eight
catches for 63 yards and is averaging nearly
10 yards per punt return.

He intercepted a pass in four straight games
and now has 15 for his career, the third-
most in school history. He also has five
non-offensive scores for his career and is a
two-time first-team All-ACC selection, He
also earned first-team All-America honors
from The Sporting News this year.

Orion Martin has gone from an unknown
walk-on to the starter at defensive end in
just over two years. Martin walked onto the
squad in 2005 after spending a semester at
Norfolk State and one semester at Hargrave
Military Academy. He made quite an

a game-high seven tackles, including 3.5 for a
loss and two sacks and earned a scholarship
shortly after. He started all 14 games last
year and again anchors the defensive end
spot once again,

He also is one of 71 college football players
nominated for the American Football
Coaches Association Good Works Team.
From this group, a panel will select two
11-player teams representing all of college
football’s subdivisions. He earned the
nomination by being a leader of Athletes

in Action ministry for his entire career,
visiting a Blacksburg High football player
who suffered a paralyzing injury to offer
encouragement, leading a local high school
football clinic in the summer and serving as
a Special Olympics guest speaker.

Martin proposed to his long-time gitlfriend,
Jennifer Edwards, after the Georgia

Tech game. Edwards graduated from the
University of Virginia and earned a Master’s
from the University of Georgia and now
works in Atlanta.

He has 53 total stops and is second on the
team with 13.0 tackles for loss. He also

has 7.5 sacks, which is the third-most in

the ACC among linemen. He also has two
forced fumbles, 11 quarterback hurries and
four pass break ups, earning second-team
All-ACC honors. He had a sack in six of
seven straight games at one point this year.
He picked up a loose ball in the ACC
Championship Game and returned it 17
yards for his first collegiate touchdown.

+ Jason Worilds has made a change each year

he’s been at Tech. His first year, he went
by Jason Adjepong, but legally changed his

last named to Worilds for last season. This

season, he has switched from his No. 43
jersey to No. 6 and has taken over one of the
starting defensive end spots.

He is fourth on the team with 62 tackles,
including 18.5 for loss, which is second in
the ACC.

He also has 8.0 sacks (third in the ACC), 21
quarterback hurries and two forced fumbles.
He blocked a field goal at Boston College,
the first of his career. Worilds was named
second-team All-ACC at defensive end

with his running mate Orion Martin. The
two teamed up in the ACC Championship
Game when Worilds sacked BC quarterback
Dominique Davis, stripping the ball which
Martin scooped up and returned 17 yards
for a touchdown.

The duo has combined for 31.5 tackles for

loss and 15.5 sacks this season.

John Graves has made an immediate impact
on special teams this year, blocking a PAT
against ECU, a field goal against Furman
and a PAT against Georgia Tech.

He became the first Tech player to block a
kick in three consecutive games under Frank
Beamer. The Richmond native also has

25 tackles, two fumble recoveries, a forced
fumble and two pass break ups this season
from his defensive tackle spot.

+ Danny Coale comes from quite the athletic
family. His brother, Kevin, played midfield
for the University of Virginia men’s lacrosse
team. Their father, Jimmy, is the head

strength and conditioning coach at VMI. He

leads the team with 33 receptions for 356
yards, with a long of 28 yards.

+ He holds the school’s freshman receptions
record with 33 and has caught at least two
passes in 11 of 13 games.

+ True freshman Jarrett Boykin has become
a big-play receiver for the Hokies and uses
his big hands to help with snagging passes.
Boykin's hands are so large that he has to
wear size-3X receiver’s gloves. His thick
fingers bust the seams of the gloves, sending
him back to equipment manager Lester
Karlin often for a replacement pair.

+ He has 28 grabs for a team-leading 413

yards and the lone touchdown catches (two)

by a receiver this year.

+ Another true freshman, Dyrell Roberts, is
contributing on offense and special teams.
The former high school tailback has 15
catches for 215 yards, but has found a niche

as a kickoff return man. He is averaging 24.8

yards per return with returns of 55 and 54
yards.

+ Kenny Lewis, Jr., isn't the only player on the
team who excelled at baseball. Starting rover

Dorian Porch was eyed by the Arizona
Diamondbacks as a potential early round
choice, but Porch elected to turn down a
$300,000 offer and come to Tech. Porch
has started the last eight games and has 40
tackles, including 4.0 for loss,

+ Stephan Virgil practiced just a few times
in the spring while concentrating on his
academics, but has come on strong this
season at cornerback. He took over the field
corner spot when Victor Harris moved to
boundary corner after Brandon Flowers left
for the NFL. The two have combined for 11
interceptions this year.

+ Virgil has 40 tackles, including two for loss,
and five interceptions this season.

+ He returned a fumble for a touchdown
against East Carolina, made a game-sealing
interception at North Carolina and blocked
a punt for a safety at Nebraska. He added

two interceptions against Duke.

+ Jonas Houseright is just one of several

Hokies on the dress squad to have family ties

to the Tech program. Houseright's brothers,
Billy and Jake, were both linebackers for the

+ True freshmen Vinston Painter and
Randall Dunn are cousins.

+ Freshman walk-on Zac Evans, from
Christiansburg, is the son of, George Evans,
was a starter on the offensive line and

lettered from 1979-82.

+ 'The Athletic Equipment Managers
Association (AEMA) held its National
Convention general meeting on June 11,
and Virginia Tech head equipment manager
Lester Karlin was given the Superior
Service Award. Karlin, a 30-year veteran at
Tech, also devotes his time to the Blacksburg
Volunteer Rescue Squad. He received
this special award from AEMA due to his
actions on April 16, 2007, when he was one
of the first responders during the campus
tragedy. He ran triage and helped those who

were wounded into ambulances.

+ Punter Brent Bowden is the brother of
former Florida State punter Chris Hall
and was the best man this past summer in
Hall's wedding.

Jimmy Kibble (1996-1999), Robert Peaslee
(2000), Vinnie Burns (2001-2004) and
finally Nic Schmitt (2005-2006) — since
the 1995 season.

+ He also serves as the holder on the PATs
and field goals. He has 12 punts of 50-yards
or more and has had 22 punts downed
inside the 20-yard line this year with a long
of 57 yards.

+ Redshirt senior kicker Dustin Keys has
bided his time and is now getting his shot.
In four previous years at Tech, he sat in
the stands for the home games, but got to
dress for his first game last season — the

season finale in the FedEx Orange Bowl. The
Stafford native is a walk-on who has already
graduated and took out a loan to go to
graduate school this fall, but was put on full
scholarship just days before classes started.

+ The Lou Groza Award semifinalist is 21-
for-26 on field goals thus far, hitting three
game winners late — a 21-yarder against
Georgia Tech with 4:37 left in a 20-17 win,
a 45-yarder with 10:42 left in 2 20-17 win at
North Carolina and a 28-yarder with 6:37
left in a 17-14 win over Virginia.

+ At Boston College, he hit a pair of 45-
yarders, becoming the first Tech kicker to
hit two kicks of 45 yards or longer in a game
since Shayne Graham (46, 52 yards) did it at
Pittsburgh in 1999.

+ In the ACC title game, he nailed a career-
long 50-yard field goal to help build the
Hokies'lead. It was an ACC Championship
game record.

+ He needs two field goals for a new school
single-season record. The record is 22 held

by Chris Kinzer and Shayne Graham.

Fullback Devin Perez’s brother, Brandon,
is the starting fullback for the New Mexico
State football team. Both of them attended
Fork Union with Devin being a year older

+

than Brandon.

+

Former walk-on John Engelberger has been
a starter for the San Francisco 49ers and
Denver Broncos, and John Burke played

in the Super Bowl with the New England
Patriots in 1987. Current Tech walk-ons
who earned scholarships prior to this year
include Orion Martin, Cody Grimm and
Dustin Pickle.

+ Three walk-ons: Jonas Houseright,
Dustin Keys and Devin Perez were put on
scholarship right before fall classes began.

+ Tech was one of five ACC schools, and
just 33 around the country, honored last
summer by the AFCA for graduation rates.
It marks the fifth time in the past seven
years Tech has been honored by the AFCA
for graduating 70 percent or higher of its
football class.
