	 That’s the most often-asked question regarding 
Virginia Tech athletics. The answer leads all the 
way back to 1896 when Virginia Agricultural and 
Mechanical College changed its name to Virginia 
Polytechnic Institute. 
	 With the change came the necessity for writing 
a new cheer and a contest for such a purpose was 
held by the student body. Senior O.M. Stull won 
first prize for his "Old Hokie" yell which still is used 
today. 
	 Later, when asked if "Hokie" had any special 
meaning, Stull explained the words he used had no 
hidden or symbolic meaning, but had been thought 
up in an effort to get attention. Hokie soon became 
a nickname for all Tech teams and for those people 
loyal to Tech athletics. 
	 Following is the "Old Hokie" yell in its original 
form:

Hoki, Hoki, Hoki Hy!
Tech! Tech! V.P.I.!
Sola-Rex Sola-Rah

Polytech-Vir-gin-i-a!!
Rae, Ri, V.P.I.

What’s a Hokie?
	 While the full name of the 
school is Virginia Polytechnic 
Institute and State University, the 
school is commonly referred to as 
“Virginia Tech.” 
	 Founded in 1872, as Virginia 
Agricultural and Mechanical College, 
the university changed its named 
to Virginia Polytechnic Institute in 
1896. 
	 Fans of the athletic department, 
as well as media covering the Hokies, 
shortened the name to VPI, but it 
eventually became Virginia Tech. 
	 The “State University” was 
added in 1970 to bring the official 
title to what it is today.
	 Those covering Hokie athletics 
are asked to refer to the university as 
simply “Virginia Tech.” 
	 Virginia Tech University, 
VPI and SU, VPI&SU, VT or VA 
Tech are not recognized names and 
should not be used.

The Storied Lunch Pail
	 • Taken with the Hokies wherever they 
go is the storied lunch pail. The Pail served 
as the inspiration for Tech’s record-setting 
1995 defense, symbolizing Tech’s blue collar 
approach to defensive football. Every year since, 
a member of the defense has been responsible 
for toting a new Pail to everything football-
related.

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Last Meeting: Tech Rolls to Music City Bowl Win

NASHVILLE, Tenn. — A sellout crowd of 41,600 who braved 
freezing rain and a wind chill that dipped to 14 degrees watched 
as Virginia Tech beat Alabama, 38-7, in the inaugural American 
General Music City Bowl in Nashville.
	 The win was Tech’s first ever football victory against Alabama, 
snapping a 10-game losing streak against the Crimson Tide. The 
winning margin was the largest ever in a bowl game for the Hokies, 
while the losing margin was the second-worst in a bowl game for the 
Tide.
	 Quarterback Al Clark got Tech off to a quick start with a 43-
yard touchdown run on the fourth play of the game. But for the rest 
of the first half, the Hokies failed to take advantage of opportunities. 
A 44-yard Shayne Graham field goal near the end of the second 
quarter enabled Tech to take a 10-7 lead at halftime.
	 Things changed dramatically for the Hokies in the second half 
as they began to make the most of every opportunity, thanks in large 
part to the play of defensive end Corey Moore.
	 Moore forced Alabama quarterback Andrew Zow to throw an 
interception to Tech linebacker Phillip Summers early in the third 
quarter. That led to a 1-yard touchdown run by Lamont Pegues, 
which gave the Hokies a 17-7 lead. Moore then blocked an Alabama 
punt to set up another Tech rushing touchdown — this time a 
4-yard burst by Shyrone Stith.
	 Tech polished things off in the fourth quarter. The Hokies 
recovered a fumbled punt at the Alabama 19 and marched in for 
another TD by Pegues. Tech defensive back Anthony Midget put 
the finishing touches on with a 27-yard interception return for a 
touchdown. 
	 The Hokies racked up 207 yards on the ground and used big 
plays all around to offset a nearly eight-minute difference in time of 
possession in favor of the Crimson Tide.

Georgia On My Mind
	 • Virginia Tech is 4-4 in football games played in the Peach State 
and 3-3 all-time in football in the city of Atlanta. The last time the 
Hokies played in Atlanta was in 2007 against Georgia Tech (a 27-3 
win). Prior to that game, Tech lost to Georgia in the Chick-fil-A Bowl in 
2006,  Tech’s only appearance in the Georgia Dome. Tech has played two 
games in Athens against Georgia (1-1).
	 • Tech is 1-1 in the bowl formerly known as the Peach Bowl, which 
was played at Atlanta-Fulton County Stadium and 2-1 against Georgia 
Tech at Bobby Dodd Stadium. The Hokies will return to Atlanta on 
Oct. 17 this year to face the Yellow Jackets.

A Historic Performance
	 • When the Hokies traveled to No. 2 Alabama for their game in 
1973, not much went right for Tech that day. The Crimson Tide rolled 
to a 77-6 win, racking up 833 yards of total offense, 748 of which came 
on the ground with nine rushing touchdowns. All four totals still stand 
as Tech opponent records, while the total offense and rushing totals were 
NCAA records until they were eventually broken.
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Tyrod’s Time
	 • Tyrod Taylor is the man under center 
once again for the Hokies this year. The junior 
has started 15 games and holds a 13-2 record as 
a starter. That record includes a loss at Florida 
State last year when he was injured on the first 
offensive play of the game and didn’t return to 
the contest. 
	 • Taylor is the latest in a growing line of 
standout signal callers from the Peninsula area 
of Virginia. The Hampton product joins Allen 
Iverson and Ronald Curry from the same city, 
Bryan Randall from Williamsburg and both 
Michael and Marcus Vick from Newport News 
to go on to success from that area. 
	 • In last year’s ACC Championship game, 
he rushed for two scores, earning MVP honors.
	 • He finished second on the team last year 
with 738 yards rushing and seven scores. He 
was also 99-for-173 on the year passing for 
1036 yards and two touchdowns.
	 • This past summer, he spent four days as 
a counselor at the Manning Passing Academy 
in Louisiana, an offensive skills camp for high 
school athletes. He was joined by several 
other college quarterbacks, including Duke’s 
Thaddeus Lewis and North Carolina’s T.J. 
Yates.
	 • Taylor already has four career 100-yard 
rushing games as just a junior. The school 

record for 100-yard rushing games by a 
quarterback is six (Bob Schweickert) with 
Michael Vick also sitting in second with four.
	 • Taylor recorded a 38.5” vertical leap in July 
max testing, set a quarterbacks record with a 
400-pound front squat and is also a nominee 
for the Allstate/AFCA Good Works Team.

Filling In For The Workhorse
	 • Last year’s starting tailback, Kenny Lewis, 
Jr., went down with a torn Achilles against 
Western Kentucky and a young redshirt 
freshman named Darren Evans took over 
and made a quick impact on the Tech offense, 
rushing for a Tech freshman record 1,265 
yards and 11 scores and went on to earn MVP 
honors at the Orange Bowl.
	 • Another new face will have to fill in after 
Evans tore the ACL in his left knee on Aug. 11 
and was lost for the season. Those duties will 
now fall on a trio of backs who enter the season 
with a combined 38 carries for 88 yards - and 
that’s all from Josh Oglesby. Oglesby, redshirt 
freshman Ryan Williams and true freshman 
David Wilson will now team up to help fill the 
void created by the loss of Evans.

Oglesby Looks To Take Over
	 • With Evans’ injury, redshirt sophomore 
Josh Oglesby becomes the most experienced 
tailback in Billy Hite’s stable. Oglesby and his 
family have a long-time connection with Hite 
as Josh’s father, Ike, was a running back for 
North Carolina in the early 1970s, when he 
was a teammate of former UNC head coach 
John Bunting and also played with Hite while 
at UNC. Ike Oglesby ranks 14th on UNC’s 
all-time rushing list with 1,773 yards.
	 • The younger Oglesby had a great offseason 
in the weight room, earning Super Iron Hokie 
honors. He led all tailbacks with a 385-pound 
bench press in July max testing and also has 
posted a 395-pound front squat, 300-pound 
power clean and a 341-pound push jerk as 
personal bests.

Mr. Electric
	 • A lot of buzz surrounding spring practice 
had to do with electrifying tailback Ryan 
Williams, who did little to quash the hype 
surrounding him by taking the first handoff in 
the first scrimmage 80 yards for a touchdown.
	 • The speedy and shifty 5-9 player wanted 
to play last year as a true freshman, but running 
backs coach Billy Hite decided to redshirt him, 
citing Williams’ blitz protection problems and 
not knowing all his assignments as the main 
reasons.
	 • Williams, who played for former Tech star 
Loren Johnson at Stonewall Jackson High, is a 
self-described fashionisto, owning nearly 100 
different pairs of Nike shoes, including old-
school Air Jordans and Air Force Ones.

Wilson Also In The Mix
	 • Also looking for a chance to play is true 
freshman David Wilson, from nearby Danville, 
Va. Wilson was clocked at a blistering 4.33 in 
the 40-yard dash in freshman testing in July and 
on media day he entertained the masses with 
eight consecutive standing back flips. He told 
reporters he taught himself the flips when he 
was just 4 years old after watching gymnastics 
on television. Wilson wore a shirt and tie to 
school every day his senior year of high school 
and said he plans to do the same thing at Tech.

Booooooooooone
	 • Tight end Greg Boone - at 283 pounds - 
is a former high school quarterback and safety 
who passed for 1,285 yards, rushed for 949 
yards and accounted for 35 touchdowns his 
senior year. He has shown his arm many times, 
uncorking 70-yard passes at the team’s walk-
through and can throw a ball from one knee 55 
yards on the fly.
	 • Last year, he caught a 27-yard touchdown 
pass against WKU, his first scoring reception 
since 2006. He also caught a touchdown pass

football. Tech has a 45-7-1 record versus non-
conference teams at home since 1991, winning 
30 straight. 

•	Virginia Tech has posted a 180-66-6 overall 
record in its 44-plus seasons at Lane Stadium/
Worsham Field. Tech is 106-29-1 at home 
under the direction of Frank Beamer.

•	Tech football teams are 340-97-13 all-time in 
Blacksburg, including a 36-5 record since the 
start of the 2003 season.

•	A large part of that impressive record is the 
home-field environment created by the fans 
as Lane Stadium has been sold out for 68 
consecutive games, starting with the final home 
game of the 1998 season against Virginia. 

• The Hokies went unbeaten and untied in 2008 
(6-0), 2000 (6-0), 1999 (6-0), 1996 (7-0), 1993 
(6-0) 1980 (6-0), 1975 (5-0) and 1965 (3-0) at 
Lane Stadium. They went 4-0-1 in 1972 and 
2-0-1 in 1966.

	 • A versatile player, he has lined up at tight 
end, fullback, quarterback and even out wide in 
his career.

Makin’ The Move
	 • It’s worked for his predecessors, so 
Stephan Virgil is hoping it’ll work for him. 
Virgil will make the move to boundary corner, 
just like Brandon Flowers and Macho Harris 
did for their final season. Both went on to first-
team All-America honors. Last year, while at 
field corner, Virgil and Harris combined for 12 
interceptions. 
	 • Tech’s last four boundary corners — 
DeAngelo Hall, Jimmy Williams, Flowers and 
Harris — all earned first-team All-America 
honors their final season. Virginia Tech 
has produced four straight All-American 
cornerbacks and five in the past six years. The 
backfield (corners & safeties) has also had eight 
All-Americans in the past 10 seasons.
	 • Virgil had 43 tackles, including two for 
loss, and six interceptions last season. 
	 • He returned a fumble for a touchdown 
against East Carolina, made a game-sealing 
interception at North Carolina, blocked a 
punt for a safety at Nebraska and intercepted 
a pass in the end zone against Cincinnati in 
the Orange Bowl. He added two interceptions 
against Duke.

Herma’s Readers
	 • The football program wore all-white 
uniforms for the Furman game last year with 
a combination of uniforms from the past, 
including white helmets. The uniforms were 
worn as part of the “White Out” in which fans

	 • The Tech football team will open its home 
schedule with a “White Out” for the second 
straight year in a continued effort to promote 
reading across the Commonwealth of Virginia. 
The Hokies will wear white uniforms and a 
special helmet for their 2009 home opener 

against Marshall University on Sept. 12.
	 • During the game with Marshall, the 
Hokies will honor Tech great Frank Loria by 
wearing maroon helmets with orange and white 
stripes and the old T within the V logo. The 
helmet is a replica of the one worn by Loria 
during a brilliant Tech career. The Clarksburg, 
W.Va., native earned first-team All-America 
honors at safety in 1966 and went on to 
become Virginia Tech’s first consensus All-
American as a senior in 1967. 
	 • At Marshall, Loria coached under Rick 
Tolley, a 1960 letterwinner at Tech. Both died 
in the tragic Marshall plane crash in 1970 
following a trip home from a game at East 
Carolina. Loria was selected a charter member 
when the Virginia Tech Sports Hall of Fame 
was established in 1982.

Impressive Genes
	 • Offensive tackle Ed Wang and freshman 
defensive tackle David Wang come from 
athletic parents, both of whom were members 
of the Chinese Olympic team.
	 • Ed, who came to Tech as a tight end and 
played several games there in 2006, has started 
24 games in his career. Four years ago, when 
he arrived as a freshman tight end, he weighed 

262. He checked in for camp this year at 309 
pounds.

The Outdoorsman
	 • Offensive guard Sergio Render, who 
earned preseason All-America honors from 
several publications, is quite the outdoorsman. 
The senior likes to hunt and fish in the New 
River Valley during his spare time and at 
6-foot-3, 310-pounds, he isn’t afraid to climb 
into a tree stand and put it to the test. He also 
participates in fishing tournaments on the New 
River when he has time.
	 • Render has started 40 games at guard 
in his career, the most among current ACC 
offensive linemen.

Surfs Up
	 • Defensive coordinator Bud Foster has 
the reputation of a fierce and fiery competitor 
on game days, but in his spare time, he likes to 
relax at his lake house on Claytor Lake. This 
past summer, he took up wakesurfing and video 
of it has surfaced on YouTube. 
	 • According to Wikipedia, wakesurfing is 
“a water sport in which a surfer trails behind 
an inboard ski boat, surfing the boat’s wake 
without being directly attached to the boat. 
The wake from the boat mimics the look and 
feel of an actual ocean wave.

	 • Last summer, he worked back home for 
Pepsi as a stocker so he could earn money for 
his single mother, Karen Lambert. This past 
summer, he returned to his hometown to intern 
with Lakewood Parks & Rec.
	 • Chancellor keeps a highlight video of the 
late Sean Taylor on his computer and emulates 
his game as a hard hitter. He also loves 
watching Ed Reed and calls him “one of the 
smartest safeties I have ever seen. He disguises 
himself on the field, making plays when he is 
not even in the picture.”
	 • He had 52 tackles, two fumble recoveries, 
a forced fumble, five pass break ups and two 
interceptions last year.

Redskins Ties
	 • Cody Grimm and Beau Warren (along 
with former Hokie Brett Warren) have known 
each other since infancy as their fathers played 
for the Washington Redskins for several 
years. Grimm (along with former Hokie 
Chad Grimm) is the son of NFL Pro Bowler 
Russ Grimm, while Warren is the son of Don 
Warren. Also on the team is Jeron Gouveia-
Winslow, who plays behind Grimm. He is the 
son of another former Redskin, Kurt Gouveia.
	 • Don Warren was a tight end who played 
for the ‘Skins from 1979-92, winning three 
Super Bowls. He is now a scout for the team. 
Grimm started just a few spots down from 

Warren at offensive guard. He was an original 
member of “The Hogs” who played with the 
‘Skins from 1981-91 and also won three Super 
Bowl titles (1982, 1987 and 1992). He played 
all 140 games of his career in Washington, 
earning first-team all-decade honors from the 
NFL for the 1980s and was a four-time Pro 
Bowl selection. He is in his third season as the 
Arizona Cardinals assistant head coach and 
offensive line coach after spending six years 
with the Steelers. He helped lead the Cardinals 
to the Super Bowl, a game Cody went down to 
watch in Tampa. Gouveia played 13 seasons in 
the NFL, overlapping with Warren and Grimm 
as they won two Super Bowls together.
	 • Cody is a former walk-on who has earned 
playing time on special teams, but finished 
third on the team last year in tackles with 
71 despite starting only one game. He will 
continue to rotate with Cam Martin at the 
whip linebacker spot. Both Grimm and Martin 
had brothers who played at Tech before them, 
Chad Grimm and Orion Martin.
	 • He also had 14 tackles for loss, 7.5 sacks, 
two forced fumbles and two interceptions.
	 • Beau is the starter at center, but started 
two games in 2007. Gouveia-Winslow is a 
back-up redshirt freshman behind Grimm.

All-Worilds
	 • Jason Worilds has gone through several 
changes in his time at Tech. His first year, he 
went by Jason Adjepong, but legally changed 
his last named to Worilds for the 2007 season 
to honor his mother Sandra Worilds. Last 
season, he switched from his No. 43 jersey 
to No. 6 and took over one of the starting 
defensive end spots.
	 • The New Jersey native loves jazz music, 
especially that of Herbie Hancock, and was 
once an accomplished saxophone player.

	 • Defensive end Nekos Brown is the son of 
Chuck Brown, who is known as the godfather 
of Go-Go music, and is a famous songwriter 
and performer. The elder Brown had the No. 1 
national R&B hit in “Bustin’ Loose” on MCA/
Source in 1978. The hook from that song was 
used by Nelly in the 2002 No. 1 hit “Hot in 
Herre.”
	 • The elder Brown turned 73 in August, 
and to honor him, the city designated the 
portion of Seventh Street NW from T Street 
to Florida Avenue as Chuck Brown Way.
	 • The younger Brown served as the main 
backup at both defensive end spots last year, 
but started in the Orange Bowl. He had 22 
tackles, including two sacks, last year.
	 • Brown makes the move to the starting 
spot this year in his final season.

Learning On The Fly
	 • For defensive end Chris Drager, he’ll have 
to learn his new position on the fly this fall. 
The redshirt sophomore, who tore his ACL 
in 2007, moved to defensive end after spring 
practice ended and didn’t get a chance to take 
a snap there before the first day of practice 
in August. The Pennsylvania native was a 
standout defensive end in high school, but 
played his first two years in college at tight end.

Johnson Transforms Into A Starter
	 • Sophomore linebacker Jake Johnson, 
who has taken over for Purnell Sturdivant, was 
quite a wrestling fan growing up. By his own 
account, he was out of shape and getting picked 
on in elementary school so he began working 
out while watching television, particularly 
professional wrestling and used that motivation 
to transform his body to what it is today at 6-1, 
231 pounds.

Thompson and Taylor Impressive
	 • Two of Tech’s defensive tackles pulled off 
impressive feats this summer, one in the weight 
room and one off the field. Senior Cordarrow 
Thompson, who lost over 30 pounds before 
last season, continued his transformation this 
summer and checked into camp at 301 pounds, 
40 pounds lighter than when he arrived in 
2005 at 341 pounds.
	 • Senior Demetrius Taylor, who at 6-0, 
273 pounds isn’t a prototypical defensive tackle, 

broke the program’s all-time push jerk record 
in summer maxing with a 410-pound lift. He 
also power cleaned a team-best 380 pounds 
(sixth best in program history), front squatted 
465 pounds (a new defensive tackle record) 
and bench pressed a team-high 475 pounds 
(seventh best in program history).

Athletics Runs In The Family
	 • Danny Coale comes from quite the 
athletic family. His brother, Kevin, played 
midfield for the University of Virginia men’s 
lacrosse team. Their father, Jimmy, is the head 
strength and conditioning coach at VMI. 
Danny led the team with 36 receptions for 408 
yards, with a long of 35 yards.
	 • He set the school’s freshman reception 
record with 36 and caught at least two passes in 
12 of 14 games.

Big-Play Boykin
	 • Sophomore Jarrett Boykin became a 
big-play receiver for the Hokies last year and 
uses his big hands to help with snagging passes. 
Boykin’s hands are so large that he has to wear 
size-3X receiver’s gloves. His thick fingers bust 
the seams of the gloves, sending him back to 
equipment manager Lester Karlin often for a 
replacement pair. 
	 • He had 30 grabs for a team-leading 441 
yards and the lone touchdown catches (two) by 
a receiver last year.

Dual-Threat Dyrell
	 • Another sophomore receiver, Dyrell 
Roberts, contributes on both offense and 
special teams. The former high school tailback 
has 17 catches for 227 yards, but found a niche 
as a kickoff return man. He averaged 24.8 yards 
per return with returns of 55 and 54 yards.

of just 46 around the country, honored in 2008 
by the AFCA for graduation rates. It marks 
the sixth time in the past eight years Tech has 
been honored by the AFCA for graduating 70 
percent or higher of its football class. 
	 • There are 10 Hokies on the roster as 
graduates this fall — seniors Brent Bowden, 
Brandon Dillard, John Graves, Kenny 
Jefferson, Kenny Lewis, Jr., Cam Martin, 
Mark Muncey, Demetrius Taylor, Matt 
Waldron and Ed Wang.
	 • Of the 22 seniors on this year’s squad, 10 
have graduated and eight others are on track 
to graduate in December and two more by the 
end of the school year.
	 • Three players are in grad school, including 
Martin, who will earn his Master’s in business 
management this December. Lewis and 
Muncey are also in grad school.
	 • The graduates have an orange mortar 
board and tassel sticker on the back of their 
helmets to signify their achievements.

Constants On The Sidelines
	 • Billy Hite, who has helped develop 24 
running backs who have gone on to sign with 
NFL teams, and equipment manager Lester 
Karlin are both in their 32nd season on the 
Tech staff. 
	 • Hite came to Blacksburg as a member 
of Bill Dooley’s football staff in 1978 and 
remained at Tech when Frank Beamer took 
over in 1987 and was elevated to the position 
of assistant head coach by Beamer the 
following year. He was promoted to the new 
position of associate head coach in December 
2000.
	 • In 1989, Hite filled in as the acting head 
coach when Beamer was sidelined following 
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coronary angioplasty surgery and had to miss 
a home game versus Tulane. Hite didn’t let the 
Tech faithful down as he led the Hokies to an 
emotional 30-13 victory.
	 • Both Hite and Karlin have been on the 
sideline for 371 consecutive Tech games.

	 • Carroll handles the punt, PAT and extra 
point snaps for the Hokies.

King Of The Court
	 • Long snapper Matt Tuttle was named the 
school’s Homecoming King at halftime of the 

Western Kentucky University game last year, 
accepting the sash and scepter in full football 
uniform at midfield.

New Traditions
	 • When the Hokies take the field as a team 
before the game, three flags will be carried by 
three separate players. Each of these flags has 
a special story and is considered an honor to 
carry.
	 • Following Sept. 11, the Virginia Tech 
football team began carrying the flag of the 
United States of America to each game. The 
honor of carrying this flag goes to a player who 
demonstrated outstanding performance in the 
prior week’s game.
	 • Soon after Sept. 11, the Hokies also 
began carrying the flag of the Commonwealth 
of Virginia. This weekly honor is bestowed 
upon a walk-on player who demonstrated 
outstanding performance both on and off the 
field.
	 • Beginning last season, a member of 
the football team was selected to carry the 
Hokie Spirit Flag. This honor is awarded 
weekly to the player who demonstrates the 
following qualities: loyalty, trust, respect 
and dependability. The flag is in honor of 
those who died or were injured in the April 
16 attacks on campus. It also pays tribute to 
those who served that day, including the entire 
Virginia Tech community, law enforcement, 
medical personnel and those people around 
the world who were there for the Hokies. The 
background of the family flag is decorated with 
32 ribbons to honor each the victims.
	 • All three flags are given to members of 
the Virginia Tech Corps of Cadets after the 
team runs on the field. For home games, three 
freshman cadets receive the flag at the south 
goal line. This year, that partnership will be 
extended to away games as one or two cadets 
who have distinguished themselves in the 
performance of their duties will be selected to 
accompany the team to the game and secure the 
flags on “enemy territory.” The cadets will travel, 
lodge and eat with the team and this will be a 
tremendous way of rewarding them for their 
outstanding performance.
	 • The first cadet to travel with the team will 
be Cadet First Sergeant Scott Forsythe a junior 
political science major from Germantown, 
Md. Enrolled in Army ROTC, he is the first 
sergeant in Delta Company and was selected 
for this honor as the top performing cadre 
member during the cadre and new cadet 
training weeks, where he excelled in preparing 
and then training freshmen cadets. There are 
26 freshmen in Delta Company that he is 
responsible for, part of the second-largest cadet 
class in 35 years. Future cadets will continue 
to be selected for this honor based on their 
performance in the cadet regiment.

A Unique Summer Experience
	 • Freshmen Tariq Edwards and David 
Wilson played for USA Football’s 2009 
Junior National Team this past summer, 
which competed in the sport’s first junior 
world championship. The two were among 
36 graduating high school seniors who played 
on the team. The eight-nation, four-continent 
2009 IFAF Junior World Championship was 
played in Canton, Ohio, from June 27-July 5. 
National football teams from Canada, France, 
Germany, Japan, Mexico, New Zealand and 
Sweden qualified to join the United States.
	 • Wilson was voted by his teammates as 
one of four team captains for the tournament 
and was the USA Team’s Opening Ceremony 
Flag Bearer. Wilson has an older brother, 
Ronald presently serving the U.S. Navy in San

	 • Wilson, who rushed for eight touchdowns 
and 425 yards on 33 carries in three games, 
earned tournament MVP honors in helping 
lead the USA to the gold medal.

New Locker Room In The Works
	 • A new building featuring a football locker 
room and lounge is already under construction 
and is slated to be done by next summer.
	 • The three-story building will feature a 
spacious locker room for player and coaches, 
as well as a lounge on the second floor and a 
wrestling facility on the third floor. Eventually, 
a new equipment room and loading dock 
will also be added. The second floor will be 
a lounge, but can also be converted into a 
banquet room and will overlook the practice 
fields. A deck will have an outdoor fire pit and a 
barbeque grill, giving it a first-class look. 
	 • This new football facility will allow for 
several Olympic sports to move into the old 
football locker room and a new weight room 
will also be built.

has always been a team effort — the offense, the defense and the special 
teams. It’s called BeamerBall, and what sets it apart are the contributions of 
the defense and special teams.
	 • Seven of Tech‘s last 10 teams are ranked among the school’s top 10 
highest scoring teams. During that time, a player at every position on the 
defensive unit has produced at least one touchdown, and 30 different players 
have scored touchdowns while playing on Tech’s special teams. Altogether, 
the defense and special teams have combined for 120 TDs since Beamer 
arrived in 1987, including 103 in Tech’s past 191 games.
	 • Under Beamer, Tech’s defense has scored 79 TDs, with 51 coming on 
pass interceptions, 26 on fumble returns and two on fumble recoveries. The 
special teams have added 41 TDs, including 15 on blocked punts, 16 on 
punt returns, five on kickoff returns, four on blocked field goals and one on a 
fumble recovery. 
	 • Fittingly, the trend started in Beamer’s first game as Tech’s head coach 
when true freshman Jon Jeffries returned a kickoff 92 yards for a touchdown 
against Clemson. It was the Hokies’ first TD under Beamer, and it was the 
first of many scored by the special teams. 
	 • Under Beamer, 74 different players on defense and special teams have 
scored TDs. Twenty of those players — Don Stokes, Jock Jones, Roger 
Brown, Lawrence Lewis, Antonio Banks, Jim Baron, Keion Carpenter, Pierson 
Prioleau, Anthony Midget, Cory Bird, Kevin McCadam, Willie Pile, Jimmy 
Williams, Roland Minor, Vince Hall, D.J. Parker, Brandon Flowers, Chris 
Ellis, Vincent Fuller and Eric Green — scored twice. 

	 • Eddie Royal, Xavier Adibi, Jason Lallis, Ike Charlton and Ricky Hall each 
had three scores, André Davis had four, Victor Harris had five and DeAngelo 
Hall had seven.
	 • Since the start of the 1993 season, Tech is 66-12 in games it scores at 
least one TD on defense or special teams. Tech is 70-22 under Beamer when 
scoring a non-offensive touchdown.

BEAMERBALL II
	 • Tech’s tradition for blocking kicks is another part of BeamerBall. 
It was carried to new heights in 1998 with 10 blocks during the regular 
season and two more in the Hokies’ Music City Bowl game against 
Alabama. 
	 • Tech now has 122 blocks in Frank Beamer’s 268 games as the 
head coach. The Hokies have blocked 60 punts (15 for TDs), 38 field 
goals and 24 extra points.
	 • The most prolific kick blockers under Beamer have been defensive 
lineman Bernard Basham and safety Keion Carpenter, who each posted 
six blocks during their Tech careers. Basham blocked three field goals 
and three PATs, while Carpenter blocked six punts.
	 • Tech blocked more kicks in the 1990s than any other Division I-A 
team. The Hokies blocked 63 kicks during the decade — 31 punts, 18 
PATs and 14 FGs. Tech has 46 blocks in this decade.
	 • During the Beamer era, Tech has blocked two kicks in a game 21 
times, winning 16 of those games. Tech blocked two kicks against four 
different teams in 1998.
