+ This past spring, Waldron would ride his
mountain bike up a hill near his apartment
every other day. He would put it in the highest
gear and pedal up the hill and back down it,
several times and then run the hill several
times to help build up strength in his kicking
leg. His outstanding preseason earned him a

scholarship just days before fall classes began.

HosLey To THE HoUSsE

+ True freshman Jayron Hosley was the last
player to verbal to Tech before signing day last
year after getting a late offer from the Hokies.
He’s quickly making a name for himself on the
college level, mainly as a punt returner. He is
averaging 17.2 yards on six returns and had
a 64-yard return for a score against Marshall,
becoming the first freshman under head coach
Frank Beamer to return a punt for a score.

+ The speedy Hosley is from Delray Beach,
Fla., where he attended Atlantic High School,
the same high school as two former Hokies
who are now in the NFL - Brandon Flowers

(Chiefs) and David Clowney (Jets).

+ Junior cornerback Rashad Carmichael
has waited his time and is now stepping
in and has stepped up eatly on. He played
boundary corner last year, but moved to field

He goes
simply by “Rock,” a nickname he’s had since a
child. When Carmichael was younger, people
called him Ra or Ra-Ra. But his father Bernard
heard those nicknames and thought they made
his son sound soft. From that point on, his
father said, Carmichael would be known as
Rock.

+ Carmichael and Jason Worilds have
been friends for years as Carmichael’s father
and Worilds brother served in the Air Force
together. Bernard Carmichael passed away last
summer of a heart attack, just weeks before his
son made his first career start, coming against
East Carolina in the 2007 season opener.

+ Carmichael has 19 tackles and two
interceptions, inlcuding one that sealed the

Nebraska win on the final play of the game.

+ Former walk-on John Engelberger was
a starter for the San Francisco 49ers and
Denver Broncos, and John Burke played in the
Super Bowl with the New England Patriots
in 1987.

The
honor of carrying this flag goes to a player
who demonstrated outstanding performance
in the prior week’s game.

+ Soon after Sept. 11, the Hokies also
began carrying the flag of the Commonwealth
of Virginia.

For home games, three
freshman cadets receive the flag at the south
goal line and beginning this year, two cadets
will go on trips the team buses to, while one
will go on flights, to receive the flags when the

Hokies take the field.

+ Carroll handles the punt, PAT and extra
point snaps for the Hokies.

A Un1QuE SuMMER EXPERIENCE

+ Freshmen Tariq Edwards and David
Wilson played for USA Football’s 2009
Junior National Team this past summer,

which competed in the sport’s first junior
world championship. The two were among
36 graduating high school seniors who played
on the team. The eight-nation, four-continent
2009 IFAF Junior World Championship was
played in Canton, Ohio, from June 27-July 5.
National football teams from Canada, France,
Germany, Japan, Mexico, New Zealand and
Sweden qualified to join the United States.

+ Wilson was voted by his teammates as
one of four team captains for the tournament
and was the USA Team’s Opening Ceremony
Flag Bearer. Wilson has an older brother,
Ronald presently serving the U.S. Navy in San
Diego aboard the USS Ronald Reagan.

+ Wilson, who rushed for eight touchdowns
and 425 yards on 33 carries in three games,
earned tournament MVP honors in helping
lead the USA to the gold medal. Edwards
recorded 10 tackles in three games, including
three sacks for a total loss of 49 yards.

In ELiTe ComPANY

+ Since 1980, Tech is one of just six schools
to produce the No. 1 pick in the NFL Draft
twice. The other schools are Miami, Ohio
State, Auburn, Southern Cal and Penn State.
Tech was second to USC with eight draft picks
in 2008.

King Or Tue Court

+ Long snapper Matt Tuttle was named the
school’s Homecoming King at halftime of the
Western Kentucky University game last year,
accepting the sash and scepter in full football
uniform at midfield.

+ Since joining the team in 2007, he had
never stepped foot on the field in game action
until he went in for an injured Collin Carroll
against No. 19 Nebraska. He responded with
seven perfect snaps and was given the special
teams’ game ball.

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BEAMERBALL

+ During the Frank Beamer era at Tech, putting points on the scoreboard
has always been a team effort — the offense, the defense and the special
teams. It’s called BeamerBall, and what sets it apart are the contributions of
the defense and special teams.

+ Seven of Tech’s last 10 teams are ranked among the school’s top 10
highest scoring teams. During that time, a player at every position on the
defensive unit has produced at least one touchdown, and 33 different players
have scored touchdowns while playing on Tech'’s special teams. Altogether,
the defense and special teams have combined for 123 TDs since Beamer
arrived in 1987, including 106 in Tech's past 195 games.

+ Under Beamer, Tech's defense has scored 79 TDs, with 51 coming on
pass interceptions, 26 on fumble returns and two on fumble recoveries. The
special teams have added 44 TDs, including 16 on blocked punts, 17 on
punt returns, six on kickoff returns, four on blocked field goals and one on a
fumble recovery.

+ Fittingly, the trend started in Beamer’s first game as Tech'’s head coach
when true freshman Jon Jeffries returned a kickoff 92 yards for a touchdown
against Clemson.

+ Tech's tradition for blocking kicks is another part of BeamerBall.
It was carried to new heights in 1998 with 10 blocks during the regular
season and two more in the Hokies' Music City Bowl game against
Alabama.

+ Tech now has 123 blocks in Frank Beamer’s 272 games as
the head coach. The Hokies have blocked 61 punts (16 returned or
recovered for TDs), 38 field goals and 24 extra points.

+ The most prolific kick blockers under Beamer have been defensive
lineman Bernard Basham and safety Keion Carpenter, who each posted
six blocks during their Tech careers. Basham blocked three field goals
and three PATs, while Carpenter blocked six punts.

+ Tech blocked more kicks in the 1990s than any other Division I-A
team. The Hokies blocked 63 kicks during the decade — 31 punts, 18
PATs and 14 FGs. Tech has 46 blocks in this decade.

+ During the Beamer era, Tech has blocked two kicks in a game 21
times, winning 16 of those games. Tech blocked two kicks against four
different teams in 1998.
