	 • Bowden is an avid guitar player who 
records his own music, mostly rock. He says his 
dream is to play “Enter Sandman” on his guitar 
for the whole stadium as the team runs on the 
field for a home game.

Another One-Year Kicker
	 • For the third year in a row, Tech is relying 
on a senior walk-on for the kicking duties. In 
2007, it was Jud Dunlevy, who went 21-for-26 
on the season. Last year, Dustin Keys set a 
school record with 23 field goals. This year, it’s 
Matt Waldron’s turn. The transfer from Penn 
State hasn’t kicked in a game since high school, 
but has been to three straight Orange Bowls 
(one with PSU, two with VT). 
	 • He is 25-for-25 on extra points and 8-for-
10 on field goals this year.
	 • This past spring, Waldron would ride his 
mountain bike up a hill near his apartment 
every other day. He would put it in the highest 
gear and pedal up the hill and back down it, 
several times and then run the hill several 
times to help build up strength in his kicking 
leg. His outstanding preseason earned him a 
scholarship just days before fall classes began.

Hosley to the House
	 • True freshman Jayron Hosley was the last 
player to verbal to Tech before signing day last 
year after getting a late offer from the Hokies. 
He’s quickly making a name for himself on the 
college level, mainly as a punt returner. He had 
a 64-yard return for a score against Marshall, 
becoming the first freshman under head coach 
Frank Beamer to return a punt for a score.
	 • The speedy Hosley is from Delray Beach, 
Fla., where he attended Atlantic High School, 
the same high school as two former Hokies 
who are now in the NFL - Brandon Flowers 
(Chiefs) and David Clowney ( Jets).

Carmichael Steps In and Up
	 • Junior cornerback Rashad Carmichael 
has waited his time and is now stepping in and 
has stepped up early on. He played boundary 
corner last year, but moved to field corner 
this year so Stephan Virgil could play the 
boundary spot. But with Virgil’s slowed by a 
bruised knee, Carmichael moved back to his 
boundary corner.
	 • With blazing speed, he possesses the skills 
necessary to be another great corner in the 
Tech backfield. His 4.26 40-yard dash is the 
fifth-fastest in program history.
	 • While his given name is Rashad, no one 
calls him that, not even his family, friends or 
even position coach Torrian Gray. He goes 
simply by “Rock,” a nickname he’s had since a 
child. When Carmichael was younger, people 
called him Ra or Ra-Ra. But his father Bernard 
heard those nicknames and thought they made 
his son sound soft. From that point on, his 

father said Carmichael would be known as 
Rock.
	 • Carmichael and Jason Worilds have 
been friends for years as Carmichael’s father 
and Worilds brother served in the Air Force 
together. Bernard Carmichael passed away last 
summer of a heart attack, just weeks before his 
son made his first career start, coming against 
East Carolina in the 2007 season opener.
	 • Carmichael has 28 tackles and three 
interceptions, inlcuding one that he returned 
22 yards for a score against Boston College.

Taking Care Of Walk-Ons
	 • Former walk-on John Engelberger was 
a starter for the San Francisco 49ers and 
Denver Broncos, and John Burke played in the 
Super Bowl with the New England Patriots 
in 1987. Current Tech walk-ons who have 
earned scholarships include Matt Waldron, 
Cody Grimm, Matt Reidy, Justin Myer and 
Brandon Dillard.

Constants On The Sidelines
	 • Billy Hite, who has helped develop 24 
running backs who have gone on to sign with 
NFL teams, and equipment manager Lester 
Karlin are both in their 32nd season on the 
Tech staff. 
	 • Hite came to Blacksburg as a member 
of Bill Dooley’s football staff in 1978 and 
remained at Tech when Frank Beamer took 
over in 1987 and was elevated to the position 
of assistant head coach by Beamer the 
following year. He was promoted to the new 
position of associate head coach in December 
2000.
	 • In 1989, Hite filled in as the acting head 
coach when Beamer was sidelined following 
coronary angioplasty surgery and had to miss 
a home game versus Tulane. Hite didn’t let the 
Tech faithful down as he led the Hokies to an 
emotional 30-13 victory.
	 • Both Hite and Karlin have been on the 
sideline for 377 consecutive Tech games.

	 • Long snapper Collin Carroll is the first 
player under Frank Beamer from Minnesota. 
His father, Jay, played tight end for the 
University of Minnesota in the early ‘80s and 
played in the NFL for the Minnesota Vikings 
and the Tampa Bay Buccaneers.
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New Traditions
	 • When the Hokies take the field as a 
team before the game, three flags are carried 
by three separate players. Each of these flags 
has a special story and is considered an honor 
to carry.
	 • Following Sept. 11, the Virginia Tech 
football team began carrying the flag of the 
United States of America to each game. The 
honor of carrying this flag goes to a player 
who demonstrated outstanding performance 
in the prior week’s game.
	 • Soon after Sept. 11, the Hokies also 
began carrying the flag of the Commonwealth 
of Virginia. This weekly honor is bestowed 
upon a walk-on player who demonstrated 
outstanding performance both on and off the 
field.

	 • Carroll handles the punt, PAT and extra 
point snaps for the Hokies.

A Unique Summer Experience
	 • Freshmen Tariq Edwards and David 
Wilson played for USA Football’s 2009 
Junior National Team this past summer, 
which competed in the sport’s first junior 
world championship. The two were among 
36 graduating high school seniors who played 
on the team. The eight-nation, four-continent 
2009 IFAF Junior World Championship was 
played in Canton, Ohio, from June 27-July 5. 
National football teams from Canada, France, 
Germany, Japan, Mexico, New Zealand and 
Sweden qualified to join the United States.
	 • Wilson was voted by his teammates as 
one of four team captains for the tournament 
and was the USA Team’s Opening Ceremony 
Flag Bearer. Wilson has an older brother, 
Ronald presently serving the U.S. Navy in San 
Diego aboard the USS Ronald Reagan.
	 • Wilson, who rushed for eight touchdowns 
and 425 yards on 33 carries in three games, 
earned tournament MVP honors in helping 
lead the USA to the gold medal. Edwards 
recorded 10 tackles in three games, including 
three sacks for a total loss of 49 yards.

Honored By The AFCA
	 • Tech was one of six ACC schools, and one 
of just 46 around the country, honored in 2008 
by the AFCA for graduation rates. It marks 
the sixth time in the past eight years Tech has 
been honored by the AFCA for graduating 70 
percent or higher of its football class. 
	 • There are 10 Hokies playing as graduates 
this fall — seniors Brent Bowden, Brandon 
Dillard, John Graves, Kenny Jefferson, Kenny 
Lewis, Jr., Cam Martin, Mark Muncey, 
Demetrius Taylor, Matt Waldron and Ed 
Wang.
	 • Of the 22 seniors on this year’s squad, 10 
have graduated and eight others are on track 

	 • Beginning this 
season, a member of 
the football team is 
selected to carry the 
Hokie Spirit Flag. This 
honor is awarded weekly to the player who 
demonstrates the following qualities: loyalty, 
trust, respect and dependability. The flag is in 
honor of the men and women serving in the 
military.
	 • All three flags are given to members of 
the Virginia Tech Corps of Cadets after the 
team runs on the field. For home games, three 
freshman cadets receive the flag at the south 
goal line and beginning this year, two cadets 
will go on trips the team buses to, while one 
will go on flights, to receive the flags when the 
Hokies take the field.

	 • Three players are in grad school, including 
Martin, who will earn his Master’s in business 
management this December. Lewis and 
Muncey are also in grad school.

King Of The Court
	 • Long snapper Matt Tuttle was named the 
school’s Homecoming King at halftime of the 
Western Kentucky University game last year, 
accepting the sash and scepter in full football 
uniform at midfield.

	 • Since joining the team in 2007, he had 
never stepped foot on the field in game action 
until he went in for an injured Collin Carroll 
against No. 19 Nebraska. He responded with 
seven perfect snaps and was given the special 
teams’ game ball.

New Locker Room In The Works
	 • A new building featuring a football locker 
room and lounge is already under construction 
and is slated to be done by next summer.
	 • The three-story building will feature a 
spacious locker room for player and coaches, 
as well as a lounge on the second floor and a 
wrestling facility on the third floor. Eventually, 
a new equipment room and loading dock 
will also be added. The second floor will be 
a lounge, but can also be converted into a 
banquet room and will overlook the practice 
fields. A deck will have an outdoor fire pit and a 
barbeque grill, giving it a first-class look. 
	 • This new football facility will allow for 
several Olympic sports to move into the old 
football locker room and a new weight room 
will also be built.

Hall of Fame Hokies
	 • NFL all-time sacks leader Bruce Smith 
was one of six inducted into the Pro Football 
Hall of Fame in August, becoming the first 
Hokie to earn the honor. Smith was the No. 1 
overall draft pick in the 1985 Draft. 

There are currently 26 former Hokie players on NFL rosters, 22 of whom have been active for 
at least one game this year. Of those 22, 15 have gotten at least one start this season.

	 • During the Frank Beamer era at Tech, putting points on the scoreboard 
has always been a team effort — the offense, the defense and the special 
teams. It’s called BeamerBall, and what sets it apart are the contributions of 
the defense and special teams.
	 • Seven of Tech‘s last 10 teams are ranked among the school’s top 10 
highest scoring teams. During that time, a player at every position on the 
defensive unit has produced at least one touchdown, and 33 different players 
have scored touchdowns while playing on Tech’s special teams. Altogether, 
the defense and special teams have combined for 124 TDs since Beamer 
arrived in 1987, including 107 in Tech’s past 197 games.
	 • Under Beamer, Tech’s defense has scored 80 TDs, with 52 coming on 
pass interceptions, 26 on fumble returns and two on fumble recoveries. The 
special teams have added 44 TDs, including 16 on blocked punts, 17 on 
punt returns, six on kickoff returns, four on blocked field goals and one on a 
fumble recovery. 
	 • Fittingly, the trend started in Beamer’s first game as Tech’s head coach 
when true freshman Jon Jeffries returned a kickoff 92 yards for a touchdown 
against Clemson. It was the Hokies’ first TD under Beamer, and it was the 
first of many scored by the special teams. 
	 • Under Beamer, 78 different players on defense and special teams have 
scored TDs. Twenty of those players — Don Stokes, Jock Jones, Roger 
Brown, Lawrence Lewis, Antonio Banks, Jim Baron, Keion Carpenter, Pierson 
Prioleau, Anthony Midget, Cory Bird, Kevin McCadam, Willie Pile, Jimmy 
Williams, Roland Minor, Vince Hall, D.J. Parker, Brandon Flowers, Chris 
Ellis, Vincent Fuller and Eric Green — scored twice. 

	 • Eddie Royal, Xavier Adibi, Jason Lallis, Ike Charlton and Ricky Hall each 
had three scores, André Davis had four, Victor Harris had five and DeAngelo 
Hall had seven.
	 • Since the start of the 1993 season, Tech is 69-13 in games it scores at 
least one TD on defense or special teams. Tech is 73-23 under Beamer when 
scoring a non-offensive touchdown.

	 • Tech’s tradition for blocking kicks is another part of BeamerBall. 
It was carried to new heights in 1998 with 10 blocks during the regular 
season and two more in the Hokies’ Music City Bowl game against 
Alabama. 
	 • Tech now has 123 blocks in Frank Beamer’s 274 games as 
the head coach. The Hokies have blocked 61 punts (16 returned or 
recovered for TDs), 38 field goals and 24 extra points.
	 • The most prolific kick blockers under Beamer have been defensive 
lineman Bernard Basham and safety Keion Carpenter, who each posted 
six blocks during their Tech careers. Basham blocked three field goals 
and three PATs, while Carpenter blocked six punts.
	 • Tech blocked more kicks in the 1990s than any other Division I-A 
team. The Hokies blocked 63 kicks during the decade — 31 punts, 18 
PATs and 14 FGs. Tech has 46 blocks in this decade.
	 • During the Beamer era, Tech has blocked two kicks in a game 21 
times, winning 16 of those games. Tech blocked two kicks against four 
different teams in 1998.
