In the three games 
played in Cassell Coliseum, the Hokies are 3-0, 
but have won by differentials of 10 points, 
three points in overtime and Saturday’s one 
point margin of victory, for an average of 4.7 
ppg.

Home is Where?
     The Hokies opened the ACC season at 
Wake Forest on Dec. 23, before defeating 
Maryland in the home ACC opener on Jan. 
12 ... Beginning with the win at Virginia, the 
Hokies played three-of-four games, all in the 
ACC, on the road ...

     When Washington 
reached the 100 blocked 
shots mark in the win over 
Hofstra, he became just 
the sixth player in Virginia 
Tech history to record 1,000 
points, 500 rebounds and 
100 blocked shots ... With 
his first basket at Penn State, 
Deron Washington became the 38th player 
in Virginia Tech history to score 1,000 career 
points ...

Tech is Stingy in the Garden
     Excuse the Hokies if they try to play games 
in Madison Square Garden ... In the recent 
Aeropostale Holiday Festival, the Hokies held 
their two opponents to just 38-of-120 from 
the field (.317) ... The two opponents hit just 
five-of-25 three-point field goal attempts 
(.200) ... Last season, when the Hokies 
defeated Seton Hall, 80-61, in the Garden, the 
Pirates shot just .277 from the field and .238 
from three-point range.

The Things He’s Seen
     Deron Washington entered the 2007-08 
season having played 2,588 total minutes 
as a Hokie ... That total is third-best among 
active ACC players ...
