... Washington is now just one blocked shot
shy of 100 ...

8, 1997 ... Tech allowed both UNCG and GW
just 14 pointsin the rst half, the lowest
totals of the season and the fewest since Tech
allowed Appalachian State nine points in the

rst half in a game on Dec. 10, 2006 ... This

was the 10th time the Hokies have held an
opponent to fewer than 50 points under Seth
Greenberg ... This was the rst time since the
1946-47 season that the Hokies had allowed
consecutive opponents less than 40 points
and the rst time since Jan. 28 and Jan. 30,
1945, that the Hokies have allowed collegiate
opponents less than 40 points in consecutive
games ... That was part of a four-game streak
of 40-or-less points by Tech opponents.

With the wins over UNC Greensboro and
George Washington, the Hokies became just
the second ACC team ever to hold opponents
to under 40 points in consecutive games ...

Je Allen has started his Virginia Tech
career by becoming a force on the boards ...
Allen already has ve games of double- gure
rebounds, including a career-high of 16 at
Old Dominion ... He is the rst Hokie to grab
at least 16 rebounds in a game since Jamon
Gordon grabbed 16 rebounds at Clemson
in the 2005-06 season ... He is the rst Hokie
freshman to grab 16 rebounds since Tech
joined the ACC.

Seth Numbers

Seth Greenberg won his 250th game as
a collegiate head coach in the Hokies' 94-66
win over North Carolina A&T on Dec. 7, 2005
... Greenberg has a career record of 286-231

The only state Division | schools that Tech
has not played are Longwood, Norfolk State
and Hampton ... Tech holds winning records
against nine of the schools and even records
against two others ... Tech is 13-10 against
schools from Virginia under Seth Greenberg.

Young Minutes
In Virginia Tech’s opening game win over

Elon, the Hokies received a lot of playing time
from freshmen players ... 89 of the total 200
minutes were played by players seeing their

rst collegiate action ... Freshman Je Allen
and Hank Thorns got their rst collegiate
starts in the game and played 31 and 24
minutes, respectively ... So far this season,
Virginia Tech freshmen have played 49.9% of
the 2225 minutes played by the Hokies.
