On the Boards

In the win over Navy on Sunday, the Hokies
won the battle of the boards, 45-28 ... The
45 rebounds and the 17-rebound margin
were both season highs and the most by
Tech since the quarterfinals of the 2008 ACC
Tournament, when the Hokies out rebounded
Miami, 51-25.

A Bunch of Threes

In the loss to Wisconsin, the Hokies hit 11-
of-16 three-point field goal attempts ... That is
the most threes in a game for the Hokies this
season and the most in a single game for a
Virginia Tech team since the opening game of
the 2006-07 season, when Tech hit 12 three-
pointers in the 94-43 win over Coppin State
on Nov. 10, 2006 in Cassell Coliseum ... Tech
only reached double-figures in three-pointers
once last season, when they hit 10 threes in
the win over Eastern Washington.

Hot from the Line

In the win over Elon, Virginia Tech shot a
season-high 82.1 percent from the line (23 of
28) ... Following a 75% night from the line in
the loss to Wisconsin, the Hokies' topped the
Elon percentage by shooting 85.3 percent
from the line in the win over Navy ... The last
time Tech shot higher than 85.3 percent from
the line, while attempting at least 10 free
throws was on Dec. 23, 2007, when the Hokies
were 29 of 32 from the line in the loss at Wake
Forest (90.6 percent) ... Malcolm Delaney was
12-0f-12 from the line against Elon, all coming
in the final 2:12 of the contest and then hit
11-of-11 from the line against Navy ... For the
season, the Hokies are shooting 76.2 percent
from the line, up from 68.1 percent last
season ... A.D. Vassallo leads the team from
the line, having hit 18-of-his-19 attempts from
the charity stripe, good for 94.7 percent.

More on Delaney from the Line

Since his two-for-five performance in the
loss to Xavier in Puerto
Rico, Malcolm Delaney
has gotten red hot from
the charity stripe ... In the
last four games, Delaney
is a combined 37-0f-40
from the line, good for 92.5
percent ... He is shooting
85.7 percent from the line I'm
for the season, up from 78.7
percent from last season,
but still not up to A.D. Vassallo’s 94.7 percent
from the line.

The Big 3

When speaking about his team, Seth
Greenberg often refers to the “Big 3”... That
reference is for A.D. Vassallo, Malcolm
Delaney and Jeff Allen ... This season, that
trio has more than lived up to expectations
... In the first eight games, that group has
accounted for 398 of the Hokies 563 points,
or 70.7 percent of the team’s scoring ... Also,
the group has 155 of the 301 rebounds
(51.5 percent) and 81 of the 121 assists (66.9
percent) ... Keeping in line with “3", the trio
also has hit 45 of the team’s 51 three-point
field goals (88.2 percent).

Victor Stepping Up
Freshman post player
Victor Davila played well
for the Hokies on the trip
to his native Puerto Rico,
but has saved his best
performances of the season
to date, since coming back l e
to Blacksburg ... In the win
over Elon, Davila scored HOK_IE#
a career-high 16 points, Victor Davila
including 12 points in the second half ... He
was seven-of-nine from the field and also
grabbed four rebounds in 22 minutes of
action ... The performance moved him into
fourth place in scoring for the Hokies this
season ... In the loss to Wisconsin, he came off
the bench with 13 points and grabbed three
rebounds, shooting five-of-seven from the
field and three-of-three from the line.

Low Rebounding Totals

The Hokies grabbed 26 rebounds and won
the battle of the boards, 26-22 in the loss to
Wisconsin ... The 26 rebounds is the fewest
rebounds for the Hokies in a game that they
won the rebounding battle under Seth
Greenberg.

17 is A Lot

In the loss to Seton
Hall on Nov. 23, Jeff Allen
grabbed a career-high 17
rebounds for the Hokies ...
That is the most rebounds .
in a game for a Hokie since
Coleman Collins grabbed llmlEs
18 rebounds in the Hokies' Jeff Allen
67-65 win over #7 Duke on Feb. 17, 2005
in Cassell Coliseum ... Also in the O'Reilly
Auto Parts Puerto Rico Tip Off, Allen had five
blocked shots in the win over Fairfield ... That
is the most blocked shots by a Hokie since
Cheick Diakite blocked seven shots against
St. John's in the championship game of the
Aeropostale Holiday Festival in Madison
Square Garden last season.

Virginia Tech announced the signing of four
players to national letters of intent ... Joining
the Hokies for the 2009-10 season will be
Manny Atkins, a 6-7, 200 Ibs. wing, Ben Boggs,
a 6-4, 185 Ibs. guard, Erick Green, a 6-2, 180
Ibs. guard and Cadarian Raines, a 6-8, 210 Ibs.
forward.

A Small Streak

Malcolm Delaney has scored in double-
figures in 13 consecutive games, the second-
longest current streak among ACC players.

A.D. Vassallo scored his
1,000th career point in the
win over Georgia Tech on
Feb. 23, 2008, becoming
the 39th Hokie to reach
1,000 points ... In the loss
to Wisconsin, he scored
his 1,300th career point,
and passed Jamon Gordon,
Wayne Robinson, Keith Colbert, Bucky Keller
and Duke Thorpe into 20th place in career
scoring ... He now has 1,321 career points
... He became the first Hokie junior to score
1,000 career points since Zabian Dowdell in
2006 ... Vassallo recorded his 300th career
rebound in the loss to #4/3 Duke last season
... In the win at Maryland last season, he
recorded his 100th career assist and 400th
point of the season ... If he scores his average
points per season this year, he could enter the
top 15 in career scoring at Tech ... If he scores
the same number of points as a year ago, he
could finish in the top 10 in career scoring.

Need to Change the Nickname

Early in the 2008-09 season, Hokie fans may
not recognize the “Big Donut” ... Jeff Allen has
slimmed down and toned up his body from a
year ago, when Seth Greenberg tagged him
the “Big Donut” ... Allen hit the court around
240 pounds this season ... Despite playing
a year ago around 260-270 |bs., Allen was
second in the ACC in steals from his power
forward position ... He is averaging 15.0 points
and 8.8 rebounds per game this season.

Taking the Day Off

The Hokies have earned a first-round bye
in three of the four seasons since joining the
league in 2004 ... The only team to better that
mark is North Carolina, which has had a bye
in all four seasons ... Duke and Boston College
have each earned two first-round byes over
that stretch .. BC did not join the league until
2005 ... In the 2004-05 season, with 11 teams,
there were five teams receiving byes, but Tech
was the fourth seed that season.

Since Expansion

Since the ACC expanded to include Virginia
Tech and Miami in 2004 (and Boston College
joined in 2005), the Hokies have the fourth-
most conference victories ... Tech is 31-33 in
that stretch ... Only North Carolina (51-13),
Duke (46-18) and Maryland (33-31) have
more wins in that span ... Tech’s winning
percentage is fifth-best over that time (add
Boston College to the previous three teams).

Winning in Blacksburg

Seth Greenberg is 93-73 in his five seasons
at Virginia Tech ... With the win over Gardner-
Webb in the season-opener, Greenberg
passed Don DeVoe into fifth place on the all-
time coaching wins list at Virginia Tech ... Next
on the list is Bill Foster, who was 101-78 in his
six seasons in Blacksburg ... Greenberg served
on Foster’s staff at the University of Miami in
the ‘80s ... Charlie Moir is the winningest head
coach in Virginia Tech history with a 213-119
all-time record.

... Since Seth Greenberg took over as the
Hokies" head coach in 2003, Tech has played
five games in “The World’s Most Famous
Arena”and has a 4-1 record in those games.
