The Hokies are 5-0 against
the Dukes in Cassell Coliseum and were 6-3
against Duquesne when both teams were
members of the Atlantic 10 Conference from
1995-2000.

A.D. Vassallo is currently
eighth in career scoring
at Virginia Tech ... He is
five points from tying Bob
Ayersman for seventh place k-
and eight points from tying
Zabian Dowdell for sixth l’ I'IOKEs
place ... He is 27 points A.D. Vassallo
behind Allan Bristow, who is currently fifth in
all-time scoring at Virginia Tech.

A New Record

In the win over Miami in the ACC
Tournament, A.D. Vassallo set a new Virginia
Tech record for career three-point field goals
... He now has 262 career three-point field
goals ... The previous record was 257, set by
Wally Lancaster, from 1986-89.

Doubling Up

Malcolm Delaney recorded his first career
double-double in the Hokies’loss to #1/1
North Carolina in the quarterfinals of the
2009 ACC Tournament ... Delaney scored 17
points and dished out a career-high 10 assists
... He is the third Hokie to record a double-
double this season and the first to do it with
something other than rebounds.

Malcolm Moving Up at the Line

Entering tonight’s game, Malcolm
Delaney is shooting 84.2 percent from the
free throw line for his career ... That is tied
with Phil Thieneman for the best career free
throw percentage in Virginia Tech history, for
those meeting the criteria ... He is shooting
86.7 percent from the line for the season ...
That percentage puts him in fourth place on
the single-season free throw percentage list
at Virginia Tech ... His 209 made free throw so
far this season sets a new record for the most
made free throws in a single-season in school
history.

Shutting Them Down

In the Hokies' 65-47 victory over Miami in
the first round of the ACC Tournament, the
Hurricanes became the first team in the ACC
Tournament since Clemson in 1971 not to
have a player score in double figures in an
ACC Tournament game.

Delaney Dishes
Malcolm Delaney
dished out a career-high-
tying eight assists in the
Hokies win over Miami
in the first round of the
ACCTournament ... In the
quarterfinal game vs. #1/1
UNC, he improved upon
that ... He handed out 10
assists versus the top-ranked Tar Heels ... It
marks the most assists in an ACC Tournament
game for a Hokie and the most by a Hokie in
any games since Jamon Gordon handed out
10 assists in the Hokies win at James Madison
on Jan. 2, 2006 ... The last time a Hokie had
more than 10 assists in a game was Dec. 17,
2005, when Gordon had 11 assists in the win
over North Carolina A&T.

Hokies vs. A-10

This is the Hokies' 10th meeting with
an Atlantic 10 Conference team since the
Hokies left the league following the 1999-
2000 season ... Tech is 6-3 in the previous
nine games, although one game, against St.
Bonaventure in the 2002 Paradise Jam, as
awarded to the Hokies by forfeit ... Tech is
1-0 against the A10 in NIT games over that
period, a 60-50 win over Temple in Cassell
Coliseum in the first round of the 2005 NIT
... Tech is 172-139 all-time against schools
currently in the A10 and 1-1 this season
against the A10 ... Tech is 1-0 against the A10
this season in Cassell Coliseum ... Tech is 2-3
all-time in the post-season against schools
currently in the A10 and 2-1 against current
A10 schools in the NIT.

Back-to-Back-to-Back Vs. the Best
With Tech’s win at #12 Clemson on Feb.
25, and Feb. 28's game with Duke marked
the first time since Nov. 23 and 24 of 2007
that the Hokies had played back-to-back
games against teams ranked in the AP top
25 ... Those games came in the Great Alaska
Shootout against #22 Butler and #14 Gonzaga
... The last time the Hokies played back-to-
back ACC games against ranked teams was
Jan. 21 and Jan. 26 of 2005, when Tech lost at
#22 Maryland and at home to #2 Duke ... This
is just the second time that Tech had played
back-to-back ACC games against ranked
opponents ... This is the first time since th
2003-04 season that the Hokies have played
three consecutive nationally-ranked teams
... Florida State was ranked 24th in both polls
... Tech had never played four consecutitve
nationally-ranked teams, until the final game
of the regular season.

He Knows the Cassell

Duquesne head coach Ron Everhart will
not need a tour of the facility when he comes
to Blacksburg for tonight’s game ... Everhart
played at Tech from 1982-85 and he coached
in the building in 2001, when he was the
head coach at Northeastern ... He was the
Hokies’ team captain as a senior in the 1984-
85 season.

We Are Honored

Two Virginia Tech players have earned All-
ACC honors this season ... A.D. Vassallo and
Malcolm Delaney have been named to the
All-ACC third team, as selected by members
of the Atlantic Coast Sports Media Association
...Vassallo, a senior from Toa Baja, Puerto Rico,
was a second team selection last season
and this is Delaney’s first time on the team ...
Delaney is a sophomore from Baltimore, Md.

In the history of the ACC there have been
20 players whose last name begins with the
letter “V" play in the league ... In the loss to
#1/1 North Carolina in the quaterfinals of the
ACC Tournament, A.D. Vassallo became the
leading scorer among that group of players ...
Vassallo has 1,777 career points, passing Bob
Verga of Duke, with 1,758 ... Maryland's Greivis
Vasquez is third on the list, with 1,479 career
points ... They are the only three players in
that group that have scored at least 1,000
career points.

A.D. Vassallo and Malcolm Delaney are
1-2 in minutes played among ACC players this
season ... Delaney has played every minute of
five games and Vassallo has three complete
games ... They are the only two players in the
league with more than two complete games
this season ... Delaney also played all but a
few seconds in the loss at Boston College,
listed as 40 minutes, but does not count as
a complete game ... Vassallo had the same
situation in the home win over Virginia.

In the win at #12/13 Clemson, A.D.
Vassallo scored 21 points and in doing so,
passed Bryant Matthews into 10th place on
the career scoring list at Virginia Tech ... In the
loss to #2/2 North Carolina, he passed Ace
Custis into eighth place on the list ... Vassallo
now has 1,777 career points and 565 career
rebounds ... He is one of seven players in
Virginia Tech history to reach 1,700 points and
500 rebounds.

A Big Night in the Cassell

In the loss to Wisconsin, A.D. Vassallo
recorded his best shooting night as a Hokie
... Vassallo was 12-of-17 from the floor,
including six-of-nine from three-point range
... His career-high 30 points was the most by
a Hokie at that time since Zabian Dowdell
scored 33 points in the Hokies overtime win
at #4 North Carolina on Feb. 13, 2007 and
was the most points by a Hokie in Cassell
Coliseum since Bryant Matthews scored 33
points in the Hokies loss to Miami on Jan. 17,
2004 (Malcolm Delaney has since scored
37 points against Clemson) ... He scored 29
points in the Hokies’home win over Virginia
and Jeff Allen equaled his 30 points in the
win over Boston College.

A.D. vs. W.F.

A.D. Vassallo has played well against Wake
Forest ... Vassallo has played six career games
against the Demon Deacons and is averaging
20.0 points and 6.5 rebounds per game ... He
had his then-career-high with 29 points in the
win in Winston-Salem as a freshman ... His 22
points in the win over Wake Forest in the 2007
ACC Tournament quarterfinals is a new record
for most points in an ACC Tournament game
by a Hokie ... He recorded his third career
double-double with 19 points and a career-
high 11 rebounds in the loss at Wake Forest
on Dec. 23 of last season and scored 20 points
in the home win over the Demon Deacons
on March 4, 2008 ... He had 16 points and six
rebounds in the Hokies' 78-71 win at #1/1
Wake Forest on Jan. 21.

A.D.Vassallo has 256 career
three-point field goals, one
less than Wally Lancaster’s
school record of 257 made
three-point field goals.

A.D. Can Dish It Out, Too

In the Hokies’loss to Xavier, A.D. Vassallo
recorded a career-high eight assists for Tech
... He has 81 assists so far this season, for an
average of 2.5 per game ... His career per
game average entering this season was 1.4
assists per game ... The last time a Hokie had
recorded eight assists in a game was Jan.
7,2008, when Malcolm Delaney had eight
assists in a win over Charleston Southern ...
Delaney has since registered eight assists in

the win at St. John’s and the loss to #7/7 Duke

...The last time a Hokie had more than eight
assists in a game was on Nov. 14, 2006, when

Jamon Gordon had nine assists in a home win
over West Florida ... The last time a Tech player
had more than eight assists against a Division

| foe was Jan. 2, 2006, when Gordon had 10
assists in the win at James Madison.

A.D. Vassallo has been named to the NABC
All-District 2 second team ... This is the second
straight year that Vassallo has been named to
the team.

They're Free!

In Virginia Tech’s loss to #2/2 UNC, the
Hokies were a perfect 17-17 from the free
throw line ... That ties a school record for
free throw percentage in a game ... It marks
the second time in school history that the
Hokies have been perfect from the line, when
shooting at least 10 free throws in a game ...
The only other time the Hokies have been
perfect from the line with 10-or-more free
throws attempted was on Feb. 17, 1975, when
the Hokies were 13-13 from the charity stripe
against the same North Carolina Tar Heels.

Hokies in NCAA Stats

As of games played through March 12,
2009, the Hokies are ranked 41st nationally in
blocked shots per game and 60th nationally
in rebounding margin ... Individually,
Malcolm Delaney is 18th in free throw
percentage, A.D. Vassallo is 45th in points
per game and Jeff Allen is 49th in rebounds
per game.

Hokies vs. Ranked Teams

With the loss at #1/1 North Carolina in the
quarterfinals of the 2009 ACC Tournament,
the Hokies are 2-6 vs. ranked teams this
season ... Tech is 8-25 against nationally-
ranked teams since joining the ACC for the
2004-05 season and 9-29 against nationally-
ranked teams under Seth Greenberg ... Tech
is 25-133 all-time against teams ranked in the
AP poll ... These numbers are only for teams
ranked in the AP poll ... Wisconsin was not
ranked in the AP poll, but was 22nd in the
coaches poll.

More For Us Than Them

So far this season, the Hokies have
recorded 13 games of 25-or-more points for
an individual, as compared to just three such
games for opponents ... Of those 13 games,
10 came against ACC competition, while Ben
McCauley of NC State, K.C. Rivers of Clemson
and Tyler Hansbrough of North Carolina are
the only ACC players with 25-or-more points
in a game against the Hokies ... Last season,
the Hokies only had two games in which a
Tech player scored 25-or-more points.

Long Streak Snapped

Prior to scoring seven points in the loss to
#7/7 Duke, Malcolm Delaney had scored in
double-figures in 32 consecutive games, the
longest current streak among ACC players at
the time.

Delaney Stepping Up

Malcolm Delaney entered the Wake Forest
game averaging 16.7 points per game ... He
upped that average with 21 points in the
win at the top-ranked Demon Deacons and
followed that with a then-career-high 29
points in the overtime win at Miami in the
next game ... That career-high proved to be
short-lived, as he scored 37 points in the next
game, a home loss to #12/11 Clemson ... He
enters tonight’s game averaging 18.2 points
per game overall and he avreaged 19.9 points
per game in ACC competition this season.

More on Malcolm

Malcolm Delaney’s 37 points in the loss
to #12/11 Clemson is the most points scored
by an ACC player this season ... The last time
an ACC player scored more than 37 points
in a game was Jack McClinton of Miami,
who scored 38 points against St. Mary’s on
March 21,2008 ... The last time an ACC player
scored more than 37 points in a conference
game was on March 1, 2008, when Tyrese
Rice scored 46 points against North Carolina
and Sean Singletary scored 41 points against
Miami on the same day.

Showing Marked Improvement

Malcolm Delaney is averaging 18.2 points
per game this season, up 8.6 points per game
from last season ... That is the best in the ACC
this season ... Gani Lawal of Georgia Tech has
improved +7.8 ppg this season ... Delaney
averaged 19.9 points per game in ACC games
this season, up from 9.8 ppg last season in
league play.

Delaney on the Line

Since his two-for-five performance in
the loss to Xavier in Puerto Rico, Malcolm
Delaney has gotten hot from the charity
stripe ... In the last 28 games, Delaney is a
combined 186-of-211 from the line, good for
88.2 percent ... He is shooting 86.7 percent
from the line for the season, up from 78.7
percent from last season ... Prior to his 1-3
mark from the line in the win over Virginia, he
had made his previous 40 free throw attempts
... His nine games of 10-or-more free throws
made is tops in the ACC this season and more
than double the number of the second player
on the list, UNC’s Tyler Hansbrough.

Don’t Forget the Boards

Lost in the standout offensive season that
Malcolm Delaney is enjoying with the Hokies
is the fact that he enters today’s game with
127 rebounds this season ... That surpasses his
total of 100 all of last season ... He averaged
2.9 rebounds per game as a freshman and has
improved that to 4.0 rebounds per game this
season.

Rise and Give Me 30

Malcolm Delaney scored 37 points in
the loss to #12/11 Clemson, the most points
by a Hokie this season ... A.D. Vassallo and
Jeff Allen had each registered 30 points in
the season ... It marks the sixth time since
the Hokies joined the ACC that a Tech player
has scored 30-or-more points in a game and
the 10th time under Seth Greenberg that
a Hokie has scored 30-or-more pointsin a
game ... The 37 points ties for the most points
scored by a Hokie under Greenberg ... Bryant
Matthews also had 37 points against Old
Dominion in the 2003-04 season.

Better Than Last Year’s Total

Malcolm Delaney enters today’s game
with 133 assists on the season ... That
surpasses his total of 107 assists in all of last
season.

Delaney Wins ACC Honor

Malcolm Delaney was named the ACC
Player of the Week for the week ending Jan.
25 ... He averaged 25.0 points, 6.0 rebounds
and 2.5 assists as the Hokies picked up a pair
of key ACC road wins over No. 1 Wake Forest
and Miami ... In the win over the Demon
Deacons, he had 21 points, eight rebounds
and two steals and in the Hokie' next game,
he scored a then-career-high 29 points to go
along with four rebounds and two assists in
the 88-83 overtime win at Miami ... This is the
first time Delaney has been honored by the
ACC and the first time this season any Hokie
has been honored.

Malcolm Delaney dished out a game-high
eight assists in the loss to #7/7 Duke on Feb.
28 ...That tied his then-career-high in that
category and set a new high for him in assists
in an ACC regular season game ... It also ties
the school mark for assists in an ACC regular
season game ... In the loss to #1/1 North
Carolina in the ACC Tournament, he set a new
career-high with 10 assists.

In Tech’s win over St. John’s in the
championship game of the Holiday Festival,
Malcolm Delaney recorded a team-season-
high five steals, which also was Delaney’s
career-high in steals ... The last time a Hokie
had recorded at least five steals in a game
was on Feb. 20, 2008, when Hank Thorns
recorded six steals in the win at Maryland.

3-7 all-time against teams ranked #1 in the AP
poll ... The Hokies are 2-3 against #1-ranked
teams since joining the ACC ... The Hokies last
win versus a #1 team was a 78-71 victory over
the Wake Forest on Jan. 21, 2009 in Lawrence
Joel Coliseum ... The first two losses since
joining the ACC were on buzzer-beater shots,
a 77-75 loss at #1 Duke on Dec. 4, 2005 and a
68-66 loss to #1 UNC in the semifinals of the
2008 ACC Tournament ... The third loss was
the 79-76 loss to North Carolina on March 13,
2009, when A.D. Vassallo missed a game-
tying three-pointer at the buzzer ... Tech is
3-2 against top-ranked teams in conference
regular season games, including a 69-56 win
over Memphis on Jan. 10, 1983 in Cassell
Coliseum when both teams were members of
the Metro Conference.

The Hokies have a 479-143 overall record
in Cassell Coliseum, good for a .770 winning
percentage ... The Hokies finished the regular
season 9-5 in the Cassell this season ... Tech
was 14-3 in Cassell Coliseum during the
2007-08 season ... The win over Florida State
in 2008 marked the Hokies' 600th game
played in Cassell Coliseum ... Tech was 13-2 in
the Cassell last season and 6-2 in ACC games
in Cassell a year ago ... Tech was 13-3 in the
2004-05 season and had a 10-7 mark in the
2005-06 season ... Tech defeated Providence,
69-64, on Feb. 23, 2003, for the Hokies' 400th
victory in the building ... Tech defeated Rhode

Tech is now in its 45th
season in Cassell ... The first basketball game
was played in the Coliseum on Jan. 3, 1962,
with the Hokies routing Alabama, 91-67 ...

The Hokies are 14-14 in televised games
this season ... Virginia Tech was 15-11 on
television last season and 15-10 the previous
year ... Tech is 64-69 on television under
Seth Greenberg ... The Hokies will make a
school-record minimum of 29 appearances
this season and made a then-school-record
26 television appearances last season ... All
16 ACC regular season games this season
were televised, for the first time since joining
the league in 2004 ... Last season’s NIT win
over Morgan State was the Hokies’ first-ever
appearance on ESPN Classic ... This year’s
game against Navy marked the Hokies' first-
ever appearance on the Mid-Atlantic Sports
Network ...

In the loss at Georgia, Cheick Diakite
recorded a team-season-high six blocked
shots ... That was the most blocked shots for
a Hokie since Diakite had a career-high seven
blocked shots in the championship game
of the 2007 Aeropostale Holiday Festival at
Madison Square Garden on Dec. 29, 2007
in the win over St. John’s ...
