     The Hokies enter tonight’s game 8-1 on the season ... Charleston Southern is 4-5 on the 
year after a 87-74 loss at the College of Charleston on Wednesday night.

Last Time Out: VT 66, Penn State 64
     The Hokies won their second road game of the season on the home court of a Big Ten 
opponent last Saturday with a 66-64 win at Penn State ... The game was close throughout 
and the Hokies held off a strong finish by the Nittany Lions to preserve the win ... Malcolm 
Delaney led the Hokies with 27 points and Jeff Allen added his second-straight double-
double with 12 points and 10 rebounds ... Tech was outrebounded, 41-38, but the Hokies 
held PSU to 33.8 percent from the floor, including 29.2 percent from three-point range.

The Series vs. Charleston Southern
     This will be the fifth meeting between the two schools, with the Hokies winning all 
four previous meetings ... Tech defeated CSU, 75-66, in the North Charleston Coliseum last 
season ... Tech is 3-0 against the Bucs in Cassell Coliseum, including a 79-49 victory two 
seasons ago ... Tech is 120-48 all-time against schools currently in the Big South, including 
a 1-0 mark this season, a 98-73 win over VMI in Cassell Coliseum 10 days ago.

     Jeff Allen has been named the Atlantic Coast Conference Player of 
the Week for the week ending Dec. 13, 2009, in a vote by a committe 
of the Atlantic Coast Sports Media Association ... Allen, a junior from 
Washington, D.C., averaged 18.0 points, 11.5 rebounds and 3.0 assists 
for the two games last week ... On the week, Allen was 14-for-22 from 
the field (.636) and seven-of-nine (.778) from the free throw line ...

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Virginia Tech Basketball
Delaney Makes the Mark
     Malcolm Delaney scored 15 points in the 
win at Campbell and in doing so, scored his 
1,000th career point at Virginia Tech ... He is 
the 40th player in school history to do so ... 
He scored his 1,100th point in his 31 point 
performance in the home 
win over Georiga ... Delaney 
now has 1,145 career points 
... He became the first 
Virginia Tech junior to reach 
that level since A.D. Vassallo 
so did in the 2007-08 
season ... Delaney became 
the 10th-fastest Hokie 
to reach the 1,000-point 
mark, the ninth-fastest to the mark in the last 
50 years and the fastest since Bimbo Coles 
reached the total in his 56th game, occuring 
in the 1987-88 season ... Delaney did it in 
his 72nd game ... In the win at Penn State, 
Delaney passed Coleman Collins into 32nd 
place in career scoring at Virginia Tech.

Jeff’s Next
     With his 12 points in the win at Penn State, 
Jeff Allen now has 956 career points ... When 
he surpasses the 1,000 career point mark, 
he would become the 41st Hokie to do so ... 
Allen is approaching the Virginia Tech career 
top 10 lists in steals and blocked shots.

Cousy List
     Malcolm Delaney has been named a 
candidate for the 2010 Bob Cousy Award, 
given annually to the nation’s top point 
guard ... Delaney currently leads the team 
and the ACC in scoring ... The original list 
of candidates will be narrowed down to a 
final 20 by January 1st, final 10 by February 
1st, and final five by March 1st ... A Hall 
of Fame appointed screening committee 
will be narrowing down the candidates 
from 20 to 10 to 5 prior to the Blue Ribbon 
Selection Committee, evaluating the final 
five candidates and ultimately choosing the 
winner.

Close Games
     The Hokies are 36-36 under Seth 
Greenberg in games that have been decided 
in overtime or by five-or-fewer points ... Tech 
was 8-8 in such games last season and is 
2-0 this season ... The 16 games decided by 
five-or-fewer points or in overtime last season 
led the ACC ... Three conference wins came 
in overtime against nationally ranked teams 
last season ... Tech was 2-10 in such games 
in the 2005-06 season, with 10 games being 
decided in the final seconds of action ...

     The Hokies are off to a 8-1 start this 
season ... That is Tech’s best start under Seth 
Greenberg and its best overall since the 
Hokies started 12-1 in the 1995-96 season ... 
That year, the Hokies advanced to the second 
round of the NCAA Tourament, before falling 
to eventual national champion, Kentucky.

SWAT!
     In the Hokies’ win over VMI, Tech recorded 
a season-high 15 blocked shots ... It ties a 
school record for blocked shots in a game, 
matching the 15 blocks against Coastal 
Carolina on Dec. 4, 1993 ... It is the first time 
the Hokies have reached double-figures in 
blocked shots in a game since 2007.

He’s the Tops
     Entering tonight’s game, Malcolm 
Delaney leads the ACC in scoring, at 21.6 
points per game, more than three points 
per game ahead of Tracy Smith of NC State 
and Jon Scheyer of Duke ... Delaney is the 
top returning scorer in the ACC this season 
and his 32 points in the loss to Temple is the 
second-most points scored by an ACC player 
this season ... His 31 points in the win over 
Georgia is the third-best point total by an ACC 
player this season.

     With the win at 
Campbell, Seth Greenberg 
recorded his 110th career

... He dressed for the two 
games in Philadelphia, 
but did not play ... He was cleared to play 
at Iowa, but did not enter the game ... The 
surgery was performed on September 23 and 
the prognosis was an 8-10 week absence ...

     Junior Terrell Bell is off 
to a strong start for the 
Hokies this season, his first 
as a starter ...

     Seth Greenberg is 75-25 as a head coach 
in Cassell Coliseum, good for a winning 
percentage of .750 ...

In August 
of 2009, the Hokies moved into perhaps 
the finest practice facility in all of college 
basketball ... The $21 million, 50,652 sq. 
ft., building is the new home to Virginia 
Tech basketball ... The main feature of the 
building is the two-court, 16,609 sq. ft., 
practice gym ... Spacious and convenient, 
the gym is equipped with a soft-wall that 
can be lowered to divide the courts to allow 
both the men’s and the women’s team 
to be able to practice at the same time ... 
The courts are exact replicas of the main 
court in Cassell Coliseum, allowing the 
team to practice on the same surface on 
which they will play ... The office suite on 
the second floor features five large offices 
for the assistants, a conference room and 
a huge office for the head coach ... A view 
of the practice courts is available from the 
head coaches’ office, the large reception 
area and the connecting balcony ... Behind 
a secured entrance, the facility offers every 
imaginable feature needed to build a 
program ... The spacious weight room has 
the full range of free weights, machines, 
treadmills, ellipticals and other equipment 
... All with a panoramic view of the practice 
courts ... Adjacent to the weight room is the 
modern, fully-equipped training room ... 
This area features two examination rooms, 
a taping area and hot and cold emmersion 
tubs. The sports medicine staff can handle 
all aspects of treatment and rehabilitation 
of injuries from this room ... Across the hall 
is the equipment room ... This area also 
opens out into the parking lot, where the 
team will begin its travel just steps from 
the locker room ...

     Virginia Tech scored 54 
points in the second half in the win over VMI 
... It is a season-high for points in a half and 
the most points in a half for the Hokies since 
scoring 54 points in the second half in the NIT 
opening-round victory over Morgan State ... 
The 54 points is the most points scored in a 
half under Seth Greenberg ... The last time 
the Hokies scored more than 54 points in any 
half was on March 1, 2003, when Tech scored 
57 second half points in an 88-63 win over 
Villanova in Cassell Coliseum.

Rise and Give Me 20 
     When Malcolm Delaney scored 27 points 
in the win at Penn State, it marked the 18th 
time in his Virginia Tech career that he has 
scored at least 20 points in a game ... He 
acheived that feat once as a freshman, with 
20 points at North Carolina and reached 
that plateau 12 times last season, including 
a 37-point performance against Clemson 
in Cassell Coliseum ... Delaney’s 18 games 
of 20-or-more points is fourth-best among 
current ACC players ... Jeff Allen has seven 
20-plus point games at Tech, including a 
30-point game in the home win over Boston 
College last season ... He recorded his first 20 
points game of the season in the win over 
VMI ...

The Last Time That the Hokies...

Jeff Allen’s 24 points in the win over VMI is the most points off the 
bench by an ACC player this season.
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	 Winning is contagious and, at Virginia 
Tech, Seth Greenberg has set the Hokies 
onto a course of winning and competing 
at the highest level. 
	 Now entering his seventh season as 
the head coach of the Hokies, Greenberg 
has established himself as not only a 
builder of programs, but as a coach who 
has an eye on the ultimate goal. 
	 Greenberg has a career record of 328-
256 and a 115-86 record in six-plus sea-
sons at Virginia Tech. His biggest victories 
as the head coach of the Hokies include 
a 70-69 win at No. 12 Georgia Tech and 
a 67-65 victory against No. 7 Duke in 
Cassell Coliseum in the 2004-05 season. 
But in the 2006-07 season, the Hokies 
engineered a historic sweep over North 
Carolina, including a 94-88 win over the 
Tar Heels in Cassell Coliseum when UNC 
was the top-ranked team in the country. 
Couple that victory against North Caro-
lina with a 69-67 overtime win at No. 5 
Duke the week before, the Hokies spent 
time atop the ACC standings for the first 
time ever. During this past season, the 
win at No. 1 Wake Forest and an 80-77 
win at No. 12 Clemson should be added 
to the list.
	 With Greenberg’s win at Campbell, he 
passed Chuck Noe into second place on 
the all-time wins list at Virginia Tech with 
110 victories. Only Charlie Moir, with 213 
victories, has more.

	 The 2008-09 season saw many high-
lights, most notably a 78-71 victory at 
No. 1 Wake Forest on Jan. 21. In his time 
at Virginia Tech, Greenberg is 2-3 against 
top-ranked teams, with all three losses 
coming on final possessions. Tech made 
its third consecutive post-season appear-
ance and its fourth in Greenberg’s six 
years in Blacksburg.
	 As the school year began, the Hokies 
moved into the new $21 million prac-
tice facility. This building brings Virginia 
Tech basketball the “WOW Factor!” that 
it needs to compete among the elite in 
college basketball and is the culmination 
of a vision that Greenberg has for the 
university and its basketball program.
	 Since the end of last season, Green-
berg has received two awards that not 
only speak to his success on the court, 
but his works off the court as well. In Sep-
tember, Greenberg was presented with 
the inaugural Al LoBalbo Award by his 
alma mater, Fairleigh Dickinson Univer-
sity. Also during the summer, Greenberg 
was notified that he would be inducted 
into The National Jewish Sports Hall of 
Fame and Museum on April 18, 2010. 
	 On March 11, 2008, Greenberg added 
another honor, as he was named the 
Atlantic Coast Conference’s 2008 Coach 
of the Year. This marked the second time 
in four years that Greenberg earned the 
honor.
In the 2006-07 season, the Hokies de-
feated four nationally ranked teams and 
had a 3-0 record against teams ranked in 
the top-five. And as the 2009-10 season 
dawns, Greenberg has the Hokies poised 
for even loftier achievements.
	 On April 3, 2003, the Hokies intro-
duced Greenberg as their 27th head 
coach. A proven program builder, an 
admired and innovative tactician and an 
experienced recruiter, Greenberg took 
over the reigns of a Tech program that 
has made tremendous strides in his first 
six seasons in Blacksburg.
	 Greenberg earned his first major 
honor at Virginia Tech in 2005, being 
named the ACC Coach of the Year by the 
Atlantic Coast Sports Media Association. 
He was the fourth Hokie honored by the 
group for the team’s play during the Hok-
ies’ inaugural ACC season. The Richmond 
Times-Dispatch named Greenberg the 

Coach of the Year in the Commonwealth 
of Virginia.
	 The aggressive, up-tempo style that 
Greenberg installed in his first season 
with the Hokies has seen dividends and 
has brought a renewed sense of excite-
ment to Cassell Coliseum, as well as to 
the “Hokie Nation.”   		
Perhaps the biggest influences seen in 
the program have been the work ethic 
and attention to details that Greenberg 
and his staff have instilled. And when 
speaking of hard work, the principle be-
gins at the top, with Greenberg himself. 
Long hours of watching film, instructing 
players and developing the program, 
along with tirelessly working to promote 
the program and university while being 
involved in the community, have made 
Greenberg a popular face on the Blacks-
burg campus and in the “Hokie Nation.”
	 Greenberg came to Virginia Tech from 
the University of South Florida, where he 
served as head coach for seven seasons. 
At USF, Greenberg had a record of 108-
100. Prior to USF, Greenberg was the 
head coach at Long Beach State Univer-
sity, where his overall record was 105-70.
	 During his time at Long Beach State 
and USF, Greenberg’s teams posted 
impressive records against major confer-
ence opponents. During his Long Beach 
State tenure there were wins over four 
nationally-ranked teams, including a 
64-49 victory against then-No. 1 Kansas 
at Allen Fieldhouse in 1992-93. At South 
Florida, his teams were 2-0 against Ohio 
State, had two wins over Texas and won 
at Pittsburgh during the Panthers’ run to 
the Sweet 16 in the 2001-02 season. The 
Bulls defeated eventual Final Four team 
Wisconsin in the 1999-2000 season.
	 A 1978 graduate of Fairleigh Dickin-
son, Greenberg was a four-year letter 
winner under head coach Al LoBalbo. His 
father, the late Ralph Greenberg, played 
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
