Virginia Tech defeated North Carolina,
74-70, on Feb. 4 ... It marked the first time
since Dec. 3, 1983 that the Hokies defeated
the defending national champions ... On that
date, Tech defeated #7 NC State, 89-65, in the
Greensboro Coliseum ... NC State had won the
1983 NCAA Championship in Albuquerque,
N.M. ... That is the only time that the
Hokies have defeated a defending national
champion.

Interesting Game for Delaney

In the Hokies’ 70-59 win over Clemson,
Malcolm Delaney once
again was the game’s
leading scorer, but he did
it in some interesting ways
... At the half, Delaney was
the leading scorer with 13
points, but had yet to make
afield goal ... He was 13-15 T
from the free throw line ...
For the game, he scored 30
points, but made just five
field goals, none from the three-point range.

Last Year vs. The Wolfpack

In the only meeting between these two
schools last season, the Hokies put together
their best comeback of the season for the win
in Cassell Coliseum ... Tech trailed NC State,
49-35 at the intermission and fell behind
63-45, with 13:33 remaining in regulation
..When A.D. Vassallo hit a jumper with 18
seconds remaining, the game was tied 76-76
and after NC State failed to score on their final
possession, the game went to overtime ... In
the extra session, the Hokies outscored the
Pack, 15-11 and claimed their first win over
the Pack after dropping six straight.

Finishing Strong

JTThompson is
averaging 8.0 points per
game in ACC play this
season ... Of the 64 points
he has scored in league
action, 47 of the points
have come in the second
half of the game, or 73.4
percent of his scoring ... In
the last four games, he has scored 40 points
and 33 of the 40 points have come after
intermission (82.5 percent).
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Hot from the Line

Over the last five games, the Hokies have
made 107 of their 131 free throw attempts,
good for 81.7 percent ... Tech entered this
stretch shooting 68.1 percent from the line
and are currently shooting 71.4 percent from
the charity stripe.

Delaney Likes the Tigers

As a freshman, Malcolm Delaney scored
three points in the Hokies’ only game against
Clemson ... Since then, his fortunes have
dramatically improved ... Last season, he had
games of 37 and 26 points against the Tigers
... The 37 points at home against Clemson
were the most points scored by an ACC player
in a game last season ... On Feb. 6, he scored
30 points in the win over the Tigers ... In his
last three games, he is averaging 31.0 points
per game and even including the three points
in the first game, he is averaging 24.3 ppg
against CU.

Lots from the Line

Virginia Tech defeated Clemson, 70-59, on
Feb. 6 ... In the game, the Hokies were 38-46
from the free throw line, a season high in
both totals ... It marked the third time this
season the Hokies had attempted at least 40
free throws and the second time the Hokies
had made at least 35 free throws ... The 46 free
throws attempted are the most by the Hokies
since Feb. 23, 2008, when the Hokies were
36-49 from the line in a win over Georgia Tech
... Itis the most free throws made in a game
since the beginning of the 2000-01 season.

Juniors Step Up Against Carolina

When you add in the two ACC Tournament
games last season, Delaney has scored in
double figures in 12 straight games against
ACC competition and 25 of his last 26 games
against ACC foes ... He is averaging 20.7 points
per game against ACC competition and 20.9
ppg in ACC regular season games since the
beginning of the 2008-09 season.

Hot Start

The Hokies are off to a 18-4 start ... That is
the Hokies’ best start under Seth Greenberg
and its best start through 22 games since
the 1995-96 season, when Tech opened that
season 19-3 ... The Hokies have yet to lose
consecutive games this season ... The last time
the Hokies went this far (22 games) into a
season without losing consecutive games was
the 2006-07 season, when the Hokies did not
lose consecutive games until the 22nd and
23rd games of the season.

Picking Up the Pace

Since the beginning of the new year,
Dorenzo Hudson has really picked up his
scoring pace ... Following the final game of
the 2009 portion of the schedule, Hudson was
averaging 9.8 points per game ... Since that
time, he has been averaging 17.4 ppg and has
raised his season average to 13.3 ppg ... He
is averaging 15.5 ppg in ACC action ... He has
scored in double figures in 11 of his last 13
games.

Allen Reaches 1,000
Jeff Allen scored his
1,000th career point in the
Hokies’ overtime win over
Seton Hall in Cancun on
Jan. 2 and became the 41st
Hokie to do so ... He now { v & ‘
has 1,090 career points CArIEs
and in the win over North JeffAllen
Carolina, passed Jay Purcell into 35th place
on Tech’s all-time scoring list ... Allen is also
approaching the Virginia Tech career top-10
list in blocked shots and has just entered the
top 10 in career steals at Tech ... Malcolm
Delaney surpassed the 1,000 career point
plateau earlier this season.

Seth Likes the Cassell

Seth Greenberg is 83-25 as a head coach
in Cassell Coliseum, good for a winning
percentage of .769 ... Greenberg is 51-6 (.895)
against non-conference competition in
Cassell Coliseum.

The Hokies have a 492-144 overall record
in Cassell Coliseum, good for a .774 winning
percentage ... The Hokies are 12-0 in Cassell
Coliseum this season ... The Hokies were
10-6 in the Cassell last season and 14-3 in
Cassell Coliseum during the 2007-08 season
... The win over Florida State in 2008 marked
the Hokies' 600th game played in Cassell
Coliseum ... Tech defeated Rhode Island,
86-63, on Nov. 20, 2002, in its 500th game in
the arena ... Tech is now in its 49th season in
Cassell ... The first basketball game was played
in the Coliseum on Jan. 3, 1962, with the
Hokies routing Alabama, 91-67 ... On Sept. 17,
1977, Tech dedicated the Coliseum in honor
of the late Stuart K. Cassell ... Tech has had just
one break-even home season and one losing
season in Cassell Coliseum.

Hokies in National Stats

Several Hokies are listed among national
statistical leaders so far this season ... As of
Feb. 7, Malcolm Delaney is 25th nationally
in points per game and 42nd in free throw
percentage ... Jeff Allen is 40th in steals
per game... As a team, the Hokies are
11th in turnover margin, 24th in won-lost
percentage, 33rd in scoring margin, 41st in
field goal percentage defense and 42nd in
scoring defense.

Close Games

With the win over defending national
champion North Carolina, the Hokies are 40-
37 under Seth Greenberg in games that have
been decided in overtime or by five-or-fewer
points ... Tech was 8-8 in such games last
season and is 6-1 this season ... The 16 games
decided by five-or-fewer points or in overtime
last season led the ACC ... Three conference
wins came in overtime against nationally
ranked teams last season ... Tech was 2-10 in
such games in the 2005-06 season, with 10
games being decided in the final seconds
of action ... Tech’s first four losses last season
were by a total of eight points and two (Xavier
and Wisconsin) came with less than one
second on the clock.
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Top-Flight New Digs

The dream has become a reality. In August
of 2009, the Hokies moved into perhaps
the finest practice facility in all of college
basketball ... The $21 million, 50,652 sq.
ft., building is the new home to Virginia
Tech basketball ... The main feature of the
building is the two-court, 16,609 sq. ft.,
practice gym ... Spacious and convenient,
the gym is equipped with a soft-wall that
can be lowered to divide the courts to allow
both the men’s and the women’s team
to be able to practice at the same time ...
The courts are exact replicas of the main
court in Cassell Coliseum, allowing the
team to practice on the same surface on
which they will play ... The office suite on
the second floor features five large offices
for the assistants, a conference room and
a huge office for the head coach ... A view
of the practice courts is available from the
head coaches’ office, the large reception
area and the connecting balcony ... Behind
a secured entrance, the facility offers every
imaginable feature needed to build a
program ... The spacious weight room has
the full range of free weights, machines,
treadmills, ellipticals and other equipment
... All with a panoramic view of the practice
courts ... Adjacent to the weight room is the
modern, fully-equipped training room ...
This area features two examination rooms,
a taping area and hot and cold emmersion
tubs. The sports medicine staff can handle
all aspects of treatment and rehabilitation
of injuries from this room ... Across the hall
is the equipment room ... This area also
opens out into the parking lot, where the
team will begin its travel just steps from
the locker room ... Speaking of the locker
room, the fully-appointed lounge area
is outfitted with a sound system, 62" flat
screen television, refrigerator and computer
workstations ... The complex also features a
classroom with video and dry-erase boards
... The locker room itself is spacious, with
video screens and large, individual lockers
with extra storage space ... Immediately
behind the practice gym is a large patio
area. This area will be used for social events
and tailgating functions.

Extra Time? No Worries

With the overtime win at Virginia, the
Hokies are now 55-39 all-time in overtime
games ... Virginia Tech is 3-0 in overtime
games this season, all coming away from
Cassell Coliseum ... Tech is 25-20 in road
overtime games, 25-6 in home overtime
games and 5-13 on neutral courts ... Tech
is 13-4 in all overtime games under Seth
Greenberg and 10-1 in ACC overtime games
under Greenberg ... Prior to the win at
Virginia, the last time the Hokies had played
a road overtime game (Delaware and Seton
Hall were neutral site games) was Jan. 25,
2009, when the Hokies defeated Miami, 88-83
... The Hokies have won their last six overtime
games ... The last time the Hokies lost a true
road overtime game was Feb. 11, 2006, when
Tech fell to Virginia, 81-77, in University Hall.

Delaney Reaches Top 20

Malcolm Delaney scored his 1,000th
career point at Virginia Tech in the win at
Campbell on Nov. 23, 2009 ... He became
the 40th player in school history to do so ...
He scored his 1,100th point in his 31-point
performance in the win over Georgia, scored
his 1,200th point with his 26 points against
#9/9 North Carolina and in the overtime win
at Virginia, recorded his 1,300th career-point
... Delaney now has 1,377 career points ...
He became the first Virginia Tech junior to
reach that level since A.D. Vassallo did so in
the 2007-08 season ... Delaney became the
10th-fastest Hokie to reach the 1,000-point
mark, the ninth-fastest to the mark in the last
50 years and the fastest since Bimbo Coles
reached the total in his 56th game, occuring
in the 1987-88 season ... Delaney did it in
his 72nd game ... In the win over Clemson,
Delaney passed Carlos Dixon and Glen Combs
into 18th place in career scoring at Virginia
Tech.

JT Comes Through

In Virginia Tech’s overtime win at Virginia,
JT Thompson came through with perhaps
his best performance wearing the Orange &
Maroon ... Coming off the bench and playing
29 minutes, Thompson scored 17 points
and led the Hokies with seven rebounds ...
He also had two assists and a steal, while
not committing a turnover ... Perhaps more
importantly, the career 61.1 percent free
throw shooter hit five-of-six from the charity
stripe ... He made all of his free throws and 15
of his 17 points following halftime ... He tied
his career-high of 17 points and set a new
career-high in conference games ... In the
loss at Miami the following game, Thompson
scored 14 points, all coming in the second
half for the Hokies.

Virginia Tech Basketball

He'’s the Tops

Entering today’s game, Malcolm Delaney
leads the ACC in scoring at 20.3 points per
game in all games and 23.0 ppg in conference
games ... Delaney is the top returning scorer
in the ACC this season and his 32 points in the
loss to Temple is the third-most points scored
by an ACC player this season ... His 31 points
in the win over Georgia is tied for the fourth-
best point total by an ACC player this season
... For about 24 hours, Delaney had lost his
lead in the ACC scoring race to Duke’s Jon
Scheyer, but his 26 points in the loss at #9/9
UNC put him back in the lead.

Long Streak

Virginia Tech has opened the 2009-10
season with 12 straight home victories ... The
last time Tech opened a season with more
than 11 straight home wins was the 1987-88
season, when the Hokies won their first 13
home games.

Ringing the Bell

The first half of the Hokies' win over #23
Miami marked perhaps Terrell Bell’s best-
ever half of basketball for Tech ... Bell was
4-19 from three point range on the season
entering the game, but made a career-high
three three-pointers in the first half of the
victory ... He had never made multiple threes
in a game prior to Jan. 13 ... He tied a career-
high for a game with 13 points in the first half
... He also blocked three shots on the game
and tied a career-high with eight rebounds
... In the win over North Carolina Central, he
set a new career-high with nine rebounds ...
He had 11 points and two blocked shots in
the win over Boston College ... In the win over
North Carolina, Bell set a new career high with
11 rebounds and came up with a key blocked
shot in the final seconds to help preserve the
victory.

Hokies Hit 1,300

With the home win over Clemson,
Virginia Tech is now 1300-1074 all-time in
collegiate basketball, good for a .548 winning
percentage ... This is the Hokies’ 101st season
of men’s basketball.

Gimme That!

In the win over Charleston Southern, Jeff
Allen recorded five steals and passed former
teammate Deron Washington into 10th place
in career steals at Virginia Tech ... He now
has 176 career steals ... In the win over UNC
Greensboro, he tied a career-high with six
steals, matching the six steals he had at NC
State in his freshman season ... His six steals
versus UNCG is the most by any ACC player in
a single game this season.



Leading the Way

Dorenzo Hudson’s 41 points in the
overtime win over Seton Hall in Cancun on
Jan. 2 is the most points by an ACC player this
season ...

The
only time the Hokies scored more than 50
points in a half of an ACC game was on Jan.
29, 2009, when the Hokies scored 53 first-
half points against #12 Clemson ... The 23
points allowed by the Hokies in the win over
Miami was the third-lowest points allowed
in a half in an ACC game ... The lowest point
total allowed by Tech in an ACC game was
18 points, allowed to Wake Forest in the
second half of the quarterfinal game in the
2007 ACC Tournament in Tampa ...

These numbers are only for teams
ranked in the AP poll.

The State We're In

Virginia Tech is 416-302 (.579) all-time
against schools from Virginia, is 3-0 this
season and was 3-1 against in-state schools
last year ... The Hokies have now played 13
schools from the state ... The only other state
Division | schools that Tech has not played
are Norfolk State and Hampton... Tech holds
winning records against 10 of the schools
and even records against two others ... Tech
will play a total of four regular season games
against schools from the Commonwealth ...
Tech is 21-12 against schools from Virginia
under Seth Greenberg.

A Second Large Margin

Virginia Tech defeated UMBC and
Longwood by margins of 37 and 35 points,
respectively, in back-to-back games ...

The 30 points was the fewest allowed
by the Hokies in any game since Jan. 9, 1959,
when the Hokies defeated Washington & Lee,
105-24, in War Memorial Hall.

The last time the Hokies
defeated the Tigers by more than 11 points
was on Jan. 23, 1971 in Cassell Coliseum,
when the Hokies won 79-66 ... Tech did not
score their first field goal until Jeff Allen hit a
jumper with 12:39 remaining in the firlst half.
... Tech shot just 15.4 percent from the field in
the first half, but led 29-27 at the intermission
... Jerai Grant’s 15 rebounds are the most by
a Hokie opponent since Tyler Hansbrough of
North Carolina grabbed 15 rebounds against
the Hokies on March 4, 2009.

Delaney’s Return

Malcolm Delaney, Virginia Tech’s leading
scorer and the leading scorer in the ACC,
returned to the starting line-up in the loss
at #9/9 UNC after missing most of the last
two games with a sprained left ankle ... He
suffered the injury in the first two minutes
of the Dec. 30 win over Longwood and
missed the entire game against Seton Hall
in Cancun ... In the loss at Carolina, Delaney
led all scorers with 26 points and, in doing
so, passed the 1,200 career point total and
reclaimed the ACC scoring lead he had lost for
one day to Duke’s Jon Scheyer ... He added 28
points and set a new season-high with nine
assists in the Hokies' win over #23 Miami and
had a game-high 23 points in the loss at #25
Florida State.

A Grabbing Note

With his 10 rebounds in the win over #23
Miami, Jeff Allen has now recorded 25 games
with 10-or-more rebounds, second-best
among current ACC players ... Only Clemson’s
Trevor Booker (32) has recorded more.

Pointing This Out

When Virginia Tech defeated Seton Hall,
103-94, in overtime on Jan. 2 in Cancun, it
marked the Hokies’ highest point total of the
season and the most points scored by the
Hokies in a game since defeating Duquesne,
116-108, in double overtime in the first round
of the 2009 NIT in Cassell Coliseum on March
18,2009 ... It is the most points the Hokies
have scored in less than two overtimes since
a 110-75 regulation victory over VMI on Dec.
7,1994 in Cassell ... It marked the third time
under Seth Greenberg that the Hokies have
scored in triple figures ... It also marked the
second time under Greenberg that the Hokies
have allowed more than 90 points and won
the contest.

Greenberg has a career record of 338-
259 and a 125-89 record in six-plus sea-
sons at Virginia Tech. His biggest victories
as the head coach of the Hokies include
a 70-69 win at No. 12 Georgia Tech and
a 67-65 victory against No. 7 Duke in
Cassell Coliseum in the 2004-05 season.
But in the 2006-07 season, the Hokies
engineered a historic sweep over North
Carolina, including a 94-88 win over the
Tar Heels in Cassell Coliseum when UNC
was the top-ranked team in the country.
Couple that victory against North Caro-
lina with a 69-67 overtime win at No. 5
Duke the week before, the Hokies spent
time atop the ACC standings for the first
time ever. During this past season, the
win at No. 1 Wake Forest and an 80-77
win at No. 12 Clemson should be added
to the list.

With Greenberg’s win at Campbell, he
passed Chuck Noe into second place on
the all-time wins list at Virginia Tech with
110 victories. Only Charlie Moir, with 213
victories, has more.

The 2008-09 season saw many high-
lights, most notably a 78-71 victory at
No. 1 Wake Forest on Jan. 21. In his time
at Virginia Tech, Greenberg is 2-3 against
top-ranked teams, with all three losses
coming on final possessions. Tech made
its third consecutive post-season appear-
ance and its fourth in Greenbergd's six
years in Blacksburg.

As the school year began, the Hokies
moved into the new $21 million prac-
tice facility. This building brings Virginia
Tech basketball the “WOW Factor!” that
it needs to compete among the elite in
college basketball and is the culmination
of a vision that Greenberg has for the
university and its basketball program.

Since the end of last season, Green-
berg has received two awards that not
only speak to his success on the court,
but his works off the court as well. In Sep-
tember, Greenberg was presented with
the inaugural Al LoBalbo Award by his
alma mater, Fairleigh Dickinson Univer-
sity. Also during the summer, Greenberg
was notified that he would be inducted
into The National Jewish Sports Hall of
Fame and Museum on April 18, 2010.

On March 11, 2008, Greenberg added
another honor, as he was named the
Atlantic Coast Conference’s 2008 Coach
of the Year. This marked the second time
in four years that Greenberg earned the
honor.

In the 2006-07 season, the Hokies de-
feated four nationally ranked teams and
had a 3-0 record against teams ranked in
the top-five. And as the 2009-10 season
dawns, Greenberg has the Hokies poised
for even loftier achievements.

On April 3, 2003, the Hokies intro-
duced Greenberg as their 27th head
coach. A proven program builder, an
admired and innovative tactician and an
experienced recruiter, Greenberg took
over the reigns of a Tech program that
has made tremendous strides in his first
six seasons in Blacksburg.

Greenberg earned his first major
honor at Virginia Tech in 2005, being
named the ACC Coach of the Year by the
Atlantic Coast Sports Media Association.
He was the fourth Hokie honored by the
group for the team'’s play during the Hok-
ies’inaugural ACC season. The Richmond
Times-Dispatch named Greenberg the
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Virgimia Tech

Seth Greembery

Coach of the Year in the Commonwealth
of Virginia.

The aggressive, up-tempo style that
Greenberg installed in his first season
with the Hokies has seen dividends and
has brought a renewed sense of excite-
ment to Cassell Coliseum, as well as to
the “Hokie Nation.”

Perhaps the biggest influences seen in
the program have been the work ethic
and attention to details that Greenberg
and his staff have instilled. And when
speaking of hard work, the principle be-
gins at the top, with Greenberg himself.
Long hours of watching film, instructing
players and developing the program,
along with tirelessly working to promote
the program and university while being
involved in the community, have made
Greenberg a popular face on the Blacks-
burg campus and in the “Hokie Nation.”

Greenberg came to Virginia Tech from
the University of South Florida, where he
served as head coach for seven seasons.
At USF, Greenberg had a record of 108-
100. Prior to USF, Greenberg was the
head coach at Long Beach State Univer-
sity, where his overall record was 105-70.

During his time at Long Beach State
and USF, Greenberg’s teams posted
impressive records against major confer-
ence opponents. During his Long Beach
State tenure there were wins over four
nationally-ranked teams, including a
64-49 victory against then-No. 1 Kansas
at Allen Fieldhouse in 1992-93. At South
Florida, his teams were 2-0 against Ohio
State, had two wins over Texas and won
at Pittsburgh during the Panthers’run to
the Sweet 16 in the 2001-02 season. The
Bulls defeated eventual Final Four team
Wisconsin in the 1999-2000 season.

A 1978 graduate of Fairleigh Dickin-
son, Greenberg was a four-year letter
winner under head coach Al LoBalbo. His
father, the late Ralph Greenberg, played
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at Long Island University under coaching
legend Clair Bee, one of college basket-
ball’s all-time winningest coaches.

Greenberg began his coaching career
as an assistant at Columbia in 1978. He
moved to Pittsburgh two years later,
where he made two trips to the NCAA
Tournament in three years with the
Panthers. He spent the 1983-84 season at
Virginia, helping the Cavs reach the Final
Four before moving on to Miami as an
assistant under future Virginia Tech head
coach Bill Foster. At Miami, he helped
revive a program that had been dormant
for a number of years.

Greenberg first went to Long Beach
State as associate head coach under
Joe Harrington. Greenberg replaced
him three years later when Harrington
accepted the head coaching position
at Colorado. In his six seasons at LBSU,
Greenberg led the 49ers to two NCAA
Tournament appearances and one NIT

appearance. He led LBSU to two Big West
Conference championships and one Big
West regular-season title. While Green-
berg was at LBSU, the 49ers defeated
four nationally ranked teams. Greenberg
also tutored future NBA players Bryon
Russell, Lucious Harris and Juaquin
Hawkins.

In the summer of 2004, Greenberg
received a lofty honor when he was
inducted into the Five Star Basketball
Camp's Hall of Fame. The honor, shared
by some of the greatest coaches like Rick
Pitino and Hubie Brown, was bestowed
for the many years that Greenberg has
been a part of the nation’s top summer
basketball camp as an instructor and
guest speaker.

Greenberg has always been involved
in charitable organizations and causes.
In September, he was the winning head
coach in the inaugural “Chairmen of the
Boards” 3-on-3 charity basketball tourna-
ment to benefit Tuesday’s Children in
New York City. This group is the premiere
non-profit organization serving the
needs of the 9/11 community, providing
a wide-range of programming from men-
toring, to advocacy for children, to next-
step life skills and leadership training for
9/11 families and rescue and recovery
workers.

When confronted by the destruction

of Hurricane Katrina, Greenberg knew
he had to get involved. He served as the
chairman of the organizing committee
of AllCoachesCare.com, a major on-line
sports auction that raised money for
Habitat for Humanity and its efforts in
helping to rebuild the Gulf Coast area.
Working tirelessly, Greenberg helped the
group acquire goods and services for the
auction and also spent countless hours
speaking on television and radio and to
media members getting the word out
about the auction.

Greenberg and his wife, Karen, are the
parents of three daughters: Page, 21, Ella,
18, and Jacqueline, 14. Paige is a senior
at Virginia Tech, and Ella is a freshman
cheerleader for the Hokies. Greenberg is
active in a number of organizations and
causes, including the Great American
Teach-in, the American Heart Associa-
tion, Coaches vs. Cancer and the Boys
and Girls Club.
