Rules For This Weekend

•�The eight-run “mercy rule” after five innings will be

in effect.
•�The International Tiebreaker will be used beginning in

the eighth inning.
•�The champion will be determined by won-loss

percentage.

The Tiebreaker Procedure
In the event of a tie, the following tiebreakers will be used:

1)�Head-to-head
2)�Least number of runs allowed in all games
3)�Run differential *
4) Total number of runs scored in all games
5) Coin flip
* = max eight runs in a game (example, if the score is 14-2, the winning team
receives plus-eight for the differential while the losing team is given a minus-
eight for the differential.)
