Known as the “Oscar” of sports awards, and older than The Heisman,
the AAU Sullivan Award honors the outstanding amateur athlete in the
United States. It has been presented annually by the AAU since 1930 as a
salute to founder and past president of the Amateur Athletic Union, and
a pioneer in amateur sports, James E. Sullivan. Based on the qualities of
leadership, character, sportsmanship, and the ideals of amateurism, the AAU
Sullivan Award goes far beyond athletic accomplishments and honors those
who have shown strong moral character.

The Gang’s All Here ... Again

The Hokies have a familiar look this year as eight of nine position players
return for the 2008 season. Tech lost starter senior designated player Callie
Rhodes, who led off the order. Her sister, Jenna Rhodes (Broadway, Va.),
who possesses the same kind of skills and speed that her older sister did, has
been one of the players to fill in for her.

‘The Unsung Hero

Angela Tincher (Eagle Rock, Va.) may get all the attention and holds a
lot of records, but she’s the first to point out a lot of her success has to do with
her catcher and roommate, Kelsey Hoffman (‘Tequesta, Fla.). Hoffman has
been catching Tincher since the two were freshmen in 2005 and the they have
developed quite a rapport. Hoffman calls all of the pitches for Tincher and
has become quite adept at breaking down opposing batters for game plans,

giving the staff a coach on the field.

Transfers Everywhere

Tech has six newcomers on its 2008 roster, but four of them have seen
collegiate action and transferred in for this year. Elly Gosby, Misty Hall, Kim
Jalm and Amber Walker are the newest additions to the Hokies’ softball
roster this year, joining an already veteran squad for the 2008 season.

Gosby has taken a circuitous route to Blacksburg, making stops at three
other schools, playing just two seasons. Gosby is a left-handed pitcher and
hitter who is expected to see a lot of action this year. The Sydney, Australia,
native began her career at Daytona Beach Community College in 2003,
playing the 2004 season there. After a year and a half, she went back home to
Australia for eight months, sitting out the 2005 season, before returning to
the States and transferring to Indian River Community College, where she
played one year. She then transferred to the University of South Carolina,
but due to SEC transfer rules, she was ruled ineligible and never suited up for
them.

In Gosby’s last season of competition, which came in 2006 at IRCC,
she went 14-0 with an ERA of 0.74 — 12th-best in all of Division I JUCO
softball. She threw 85 innings, allowing just nine earned runs and nine walks
while striking out 95. At the plate, she batted .392 with 62 hits - including
four home runs - and 28 RBI in 65 games.

Hall comes to the Hokies from Louisburg College in North Carolina,
where she played one season. She made quite an impact in that time, earning
first-team all-region and Region X Tournament MVP honors after leading
the Lady Hurricanes to a Region X title. She batted an astounding .496 last
year with 67 hits — including eight home runs — 42 RBI and eight stolen
bases. She’s a local product who attended Turner Ashby High School in
Rockingham County and earned VHSCA Group AA Co-Player of the Year
as a seniot.

Jalm also comes to Tech from IRCC, where she played the past two
seasons. The junior from West Palm Beach, Fla., batted .363 as a freshman
with 43 RBI and six home runs. Last year, she earned second-team All-
Southern Conference after hitting .396 with four home runs and 36 RBIL.

Walker is the sister of Tech junior Beth Walker and comes from
Roanoke College in Salem. The Galax native is a catcher who started 25
games for the Maroons last year as a freshman. She batted .309 with four
home runs and 22 RBI. As a senior at Galax High, Walker was named
first-team all-region, the Mountain Empire District Player of the Year
and honorable mention all-state after hitting .636 with a 1.000 slugging
percentage, three home runs, 40 RBI and 32 runs scored.

International Experience

Three of the Hokies, and their SID, spent last summer gaining valuable
international softball experience. Charisse Mariconda (Hollywood, Fla.)
made the Puerto Rican National Team and played in the Canada Cup and the
Pan Am Games in Brazil in an attempt to make the 2008 Beijing Olympics.

Freshman Jess Hodge (Vancouver, B.C.) played a prominent role at
shortstop for Team Canada at the Junior Women's World Championships
in Enschede, Netherlands as Canada advanced to the medal round of the
16-team tournament. That’s the same tournament Tech’s Associate Director
of Athletics Communications and softball contact Bryan Johnston attended
as he was chosen by USA Softball to be the USA Junior Team’s media
relations contact.

Angela Tincher (Eagle Rock, Va.) was invited to the U.S. Olympic
Team tryouts in Chula Vista, Calif,, last September and five days pitching
against the world’s best squad. This comes one summer after helping lead the

U.S. World University Championship team to a gold medal in Taiwan.

G’Day Mate

Virginia Tech has had several players from Canada over the years, but
Elly Gosby will be the first true international player to suit up for the Hokies
on the diamond. The Sydney, Australia, native transferred in for her final
season of eligibility and gives the Hokies some veteran athleticism. The lefty
pitcher can also hit and will be a valuable leader in the locker room.

She is in her fifth year of school and is at her fourth school, spanning
three states. She hasn't played competitive softball since 2006, but the fact
she's playing this year is a small miracle. Gosby and a USC teammate were
involved in a nasty one-car accident on I-95 North near Daytona Beach while
returning to Columbia, S.C., from Thanksgiving Break in 2006.

Her teammate, who was driving, suffered a broken neck while Gosby,
who was in the passenger seat, suffered a broken right (non-pitching) wrist.
She has undergone months of rehabilitation for the injury and is ready to take
the field for her final season.

Mama McVay

Pitching coach Tiffany McVay will not travel with the team on a regular
basis until after spring break as she is on maternity leave. McVay and her
husband, Derek, welcomed their first child, Shepherd Jett, into the world in
December. She still comes to practice when she can to help her pitchers, but
will stay home from most competitions with her son until March.
