Tech Softball Park, home of Virginia 
Tech softball since 1998, has been a tough place 
for opposing teams to play of the years. Tech 
finished in 21st in the nation in 2007, averaging 
547 fans per home date, a year after finishing 
17th in the country with an average of 551 fans 
per home date. In 2008, Tech went way up in 
average attendance, averaging 699 fans per date.

Nearly 800 permanent seats have been 
added, along with lights, two more press boxes 
and a new sound system, making the facility a 
fine one for the Hokies to play.

Over the years, Tech has posted a 158-58 
record at home, a winning percentage of .731.

• Led Tech to the Women’s College World Series in 2008, a first for the program. The Hokies also 
finished a program-best eighth in both final polls that year.

• Led the Hokies to a 1-0 upset win over the USA National Team in an exhibition game on March 26, 
2008 at Oklahoma City, snapping the team’s 185-game pre-Olympic exhibition tour winning streak.

• Guided Tech to its fourth-straight NCAA Regional in 2008, a program first. Tech was seed 16th 
nationally and No. 1 at the Columbus Regional in 2007.

• Led the Hokies to Atlantic Coast Conference tournament titles in both 2007 and 2008. Also led the 
Hokies to the regular-season title in 2007, a program first.

Angela Tincher (USA), Shanel Garofalo (Italy), Charisse Mariconda (Puerto Rico), Richelle McGarva 
and Jess Hodge (Canada).

• Graduated from East Tennessee State University in 1991 with a bachelor’s in physical education. 

• Was also selected to be the head coach of a group of local collegiate all-stars who took on the U.S. 
Olympic Softball Team in Salem, Va., in the summer of 2004 and did so again in the summer of 2008.

• A native of Blacksburg, Va., he graduated from Blacksburg High where he was a member of the 
football and baseball teams.
