honors for her accomplishments
on the diamond.

For three of the last eight
years, a BIG EAST student-
athlete has won the Honda-
Broderick Cup as Collegiate
Woman of the Year.

Whether it’s the student-
athletes or the league as a
whole, moving forward
successfully and exploring new
horizons have been the norm
rather than the exception for the
conference.

Most recently the league
welcomed Virginia Tech as its
14th full member in 2000. In the
spring of 2001, the BIG EAST
added women'’s lacrosse to its
growing list of sports.

The BIG EAST became a
reality on May 31, 1979,
following a meeting of athletic

il
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directors from Providence
College, St. John’s, Georgetown
and Syracuse Universities. Seton
Hall, Connecticut and Boston
College completed the original
seven school alliance.

After one season, Villanova
was added and began play in
1980-81. Two seasons later,
Pittsburgh joined the group and
started competition in ‘82-83.

Miami was admitted in 1990
and began competition in ‘91-92.
Rutgers, West Virginia and Notre
Dame joined in ‘94 in two
separate expansions and began
play in ‘95.

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Broken Records & Hot Finish Highlight
Hokies’ fifth straight winning season

After posting 42 wins, a conference
runner-up finish and a No. 2 ranking in
the NCAA East Region, the Virginia Tech
softball team still failed to earn a bid to
the NCAA Regionals. But despite the
bitter disappointment of not making the
48-team field, nothing can take away from
the successful season the Hokies had in
2002.

On April 21, the Hokies stood with a
6-8 conference record and an outside
shot of making the four-team conference
tournament. Tech finished the regular
season strong, winning six straight
conference games, to make the BIG
EAST Softball Championship as the No. 4
seed.

The strong play didn’t end there as
the Hokies upset top-seeded Notre Dame
and No. 2 seed Villanova to reach the
championship game.

The magical run, along with the
season, ended on May 11 as the Hokies
fell in the championship game. But the

being swept by Villanova at home.

Dobbe got Tech back on the right track on April 17,
throwing a no-hitter against Tennessee at Bristol, Tenn.,
in the annual State Line Classic. The good feelings
ended quickly as Tech was swept at Notre Dame then
split at Pittsburgh to put Tech at 6-8 in the conference
and fighting for its life.

With 10 games remaining, the Hokies got it
together and won each of the last 10, including the last
six in conference play to make the tournament. Each of
the last four games was decided by one run.

After sweeping St. John’s, Tech met Boston College
in Allentown, Pa., for a makeup doubleheader. In the first
game, the Hokies had just one hit, but it was a solo
home run by Tiffany Hurt and Tech won 1-0. The second
game was just as close as home runs by Hurt, Amy
Voorhees and Megan Evans propelled Tech to a 4-3 win.

On May 5, Tech knew it needed two wins over
Seton Hall to get in. After falling behind 2-0, the Hokies
clawed back to tie it up at two before Mindi Wylie drove
in Carmen Farmer with a double in the ninth inning to
give the Hokies a 3-2 win. The second game also went
extra innings as Evans’ solo homer in the ninth gave
Tech a 1-0 win. Dobbe was the real hero in that

42-18 overall mark and 12-8 record in the
conference are just the outer layers of
what will go down as one of the most
successful seasons in the program’s
seven-year history.

The season started with a tough 7-6
loss to Miami of Ohio at the Triangle Classic in Raleigh. The Hokies
bounced back to beat Elon and later avenged the loss to the
Redhawks, winning 10-2 in five innings. The Hokies finally got on a
winning streak, sweeping Winthrop and Charlotte before beating
Middle Tennessee State at the Frost Classic.

After dropping a 5-0 decision to Arkansas, the rest of the Frost
Classic was rained out and the Hokies headed to Plant City, Fla., for
the Speedline Invitational. After alternating wins and losses on the
first three days, the Hokies came alive on the final day to beat Hofstra
and Georgia State to claim the consolation bracket title. In the first
game of the day, senior Ashlee Dobbe threw the first seven-inning
perfect game in school history in the 6-0 win.

Those two wins started a string of 13 victories, the second-
longest in the program’s history. Wins over Stony Brook, Akron and
eventual NCAA Regional participant Canisius in the Hokie Classic,
followed by a sweep of Providence to open BIG EAST play, put the
Hokies at 16-7 overall.

Tech wasn’t done, though, continuing its winning ways. The
Hokies swept eventual Big South champion Liberty, then put up two
wins against both Radford and Gardner-Webb in the Easter Round-
Robin Classic at Blacksburg.

The streak came to an end on April 3 at Salem when the Hokies
dropped a tough 3-2 decision to Virginia. Tech came back to win the
second game of the doubleheader, 2-1 in eight innings.

Following a sweep over the Huskies at Connecticut, the Hokies
hit some bumps in the road. After being swept at Syracuse, Tech
came back to sweep James Madison before splitting with Rutgers and

doubleheader as she went all 18 innings, allowing just
two runs, in picking up both wins.

The Hokies entered the BIG EAST Softball
Championship seeded fourth out of four teams and had
a tough road ahead of them if they wanted to do some
damage.

In the opener, the Hokies hit a conference championship-record
four home runs in upsetting top-seeded Notre Dame, 8-3. Tech came
back the next day and upset second-seeded Villanova, 3-0, to
advance to the championship.

The magic ran out on the final day as the Hokies fell to the
Fighting Irish, 2-1 and 3-1. Still, a runner-up finish in a tough
conference, coupled with the way Tech finished the season, gives
Tech fans a reason to smile about the 2002 season.

The 2002 version of the Hokie softball team broke all sorts of
records, both as a team and individually. The team shattered the
school mark for home runs in a season with 44 as well as the mark for
doubles in a season with 96. The .297 team batting average and 258
runs batted in are both school bests.

Farmer scored the most runs of anyone in the program’s history
(49) and Dobbe threw 283.0 innings, also a new mark. She also broke
her own season strikeout record and finished with over 900 for her
career. Evans broke several freshman records, including home runs
(9) and doubles (17).

Clarisa Crowell and Voorhees were both named second-team All-
BIG EAST Conference. The two of them also earned first-team NFCA
All-Northeast Region honors. Dobbe and Evans joined them on the
second team. Dobbe, Voorhees, Crowell and Shanel Garofalo were
named to the Virginia Sports Information Director’s All-State Team.

Voorhees, Farmer and Dobbe also were honored for their work in
the classroom as all three made the Verizon Academic All-District 11
First Team with Dobbe going on to earn First-Team Academic All-
America honors.

The Virginia Tech softball team has the
luxury of playing and practicing in some of
the finest facilities on the east coast. Using
the Tech Softball Field, Rector Field House
and the Jim “Bulldog” Haren weight room, the
Hokies train with the best in preparing to win
championships.

The Tech Softball Field is a great
complex that just keeps getting better. A new
backstop and padding was installed in 2001
to give fans more protection when enjoying a
game.

The field has a playing surface that is
properly maintained and upgraded as
needed. Tech also has one of the best field
crews around.

The dugouts, faced with Hokie stone,
are complete with bathrooms, water fountains
and equipment rooms. They are ADA
accessible and have access to separate
bullpens.

The field, which was completed in the
fall of 1997, has dimensions of 200 feet down
the lines and 220 feet to center field. Over the
past three seasons at home, the Hokies have
compiled a record of 71-10 (.877), including a
17-0 campaign in 1999, a 20-3 record in

2000, 18-4 in 2001 and a 16-3 season last
year.

In 1999, permanent bench-back seats
were added. With the new bleachers, the
complex can easily hold up to 500 fans.

At the top of the new seats is a
prefabricated, 8-by-18 foot press box.
Complete with power and phone lines, it
accommodates all the needs of the media.
The press box also has Ethernet cable, which
allows for live stats of every home game on
hokiesports.com.

A state-of-the-art scoreboard was
installed during the 1998 season, making it
easier for coaches, players and fans to keep
up with the game.

When weather doesn’t allow for outdoor
practice, the team moves into Rector Field
House.

Located adjacent to the playing field, the
field house has an artificial surface, batting
cages and ample room for drills. It is also
equipped with a training room.

Batting cages, on-site dressing rooms
and lights are possible projects in the future.

In addition, the athletic department is in
the process of preparing to build a new
concession stand/restroom building in
between the soccer and softball facilities.

Plans call for the field house to have a
separate level with batting cages for use by
both the softball and baseball teams.

The Virginia Tech Sports
Medicine Department is an ever-
changing and developing unit
that strives to provide the most
current and comprehensive care
to all student-athletes.

The department, under the
leadership of Gunnar Brolinson,
D.O., Delmas Bolin, M.D., and
Mike Goforth, director of athletic
training, is constantly evolving to
incorporate new ideas and state-
of-the-art resources for the
betterment of student-athletes.

A professional staff —
including primary care physicians
who are Board certified in family
medicine and sports medicine,
orthopaedic surgeons, certified
athletic trainers, physical
therapists, chiropractors,
massage therapists, sports
psychologists, nutritionists and
orthotists — is available to
manage the health care of
athletes.

As part of the evolution, Tech
recently completed, the 4,300
square foot Eddie Ferrell
Memorial Training Room. This
area consolidated the training
rooms that existed in the
Merryman Center and Cassell

Coliseum. The new facility gives
the training staff a centralized
area to care for the needs of all
Virginia Tech student-athletes.

The new room, which nearly
doubles the size of the former
Merryman Center facility, also
allows that training room to be
used for physical therapy,
chiropractic care and massage
therapy. With its completion,
Virginia Tech now has more than
10,000 square feet dedicated to
sports medicine, placing Tech in
the top five percent nationally.

In addition, the $10 million
Merryman Center, a state-of-the-
art facility which includes 2,400
square feet of medical space will
supplement the new training
room.

This treatment room has
numerous treatment modalities
including electric stimulation,
ultrasound, hot packs and
interferential current. It also has
an office for the staff, dozens of
training tables, whirlpools,
rehabilitation equipment and two
cold tubs. In addition, a new
training room has been
constructed in Rector Field
House and serves the softball

team when it practices.

The training, medical and
strength and conditioning staffs
each have a role in bringing the
athlete back
quickly and
ready to
play. After an
injury, an
athlete will
gothrough | =
rehabilitation |
and physical
therapy.
Athletes are
then moved to weight training as
they become able. The strength
and conditioning staff uses
specific programs for each injury
in an effort to get the athlete back
quickly.

The range of benefits athletes
have access to include custom
orthotics, custom mouth guards,
specialized prophylactic bracing
and many other options to help
prevent or protect them from
injuries.

A vital part of student-athletes
services is the access to the
Schiffert Student Health Center
in McComas Hall. A health center
and counseling services are

available on one side of
McComas Hall, while recreation
sports and fithess programs are
available on the other. The center
also has a fully-operational
diagnostic laboratory, X-ray
facilities and eight full-time
physicians.

Student-athletes can also go
to Schiffert Student Health
Center to be seen by a
practitioner or see an orthopedic
surgeon, if necessary. If physical
therapy is needed, student-
athletes can rehab at the
Merryman Center.

Staff psychologists, located in
the Cook Counseling Center, are
also available to all student-
athletes for personal and
performance issues.

There are five Certified
Athletic Trainers assisted by a
staff of seven graduate
assistants and 15 student
trainers in caring for Tech's 21
varsity sports.

The success of Virginia
Tech’s softball program rests
largely on the academic progress
of each student-athlete. The
academic performance of Tech
student-athletes has improved
each year due in part to the
Student-Athlete Academic
Support Services (SAASS).

The Virginia Tech softball
team consistently has one of the
highest team GPAs in the athletic
department. In 2000, the team
had the ninth-highest GPA in
Division I-A softball, with a team
average of 3.28. Also, Michelle
Meadows was voted a first-team
Academic All-American for the
second year in a row.

Last year, Ashlee Dobbe,
Carmen Farmer and Amy
Voorhees all earned first-team
all-district academic honors with
Dobbe going on to earn first-
team All-America honors for her
3.86 GPA.

The Virginia Tech graduation
rate for student-athletes has
risen significantly in recent years
and reached 71 percent in 2002
as compared to the national
average of 58 percent. The 71
percent student-athlete
graduation rate marks the fourth
time in the last nine years that
Tech has reached that level.

The Office of Student Life at
Virginia Tech provides assistance
to student-athletes in a number
of areas. This office is dedicated
to enhancing the quality of the
student-athlete experience
through many programs it
implements.

One program the office
sponsors is the HITOPS
CHAMPS/Life Skills Program
(Hokies Turning Opportunities
Into Personal Success), which
provides a well-rounded program
for student-athletes to develop
the individual skills necessary to
lead successful and productive
lives once they leave Tech.

This program’s goal is to
enhance five areas of
commitments that are vital to
personal growth of student-
athletes. Those areas are
service; academic excellence;
career development; athletic

Tech also has the
17,000-square foot
training center on the
first level of the
Merryman Athletic
Center. With the two
facilities, the Hokies
have over 22,000-square
feet of strength and conditioning training
space.

Gentry is in his 15th season as the
Hokies’ director of strength and conditioning.
As assistant athletics director for athletic
performance, his duties include overseeing
the strength and conditioning training of
athletes in all 21 varsity sports at Virginia
Tech.

A native of Durham, N.C., Gentry
received his bachelor’s degree in physical
education from Western Carolina University
in 1979 and received his master’s from the
University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill in
1981.

He received his doctorate in curriculum
and instruction, with an emphasis in motor
behavior, from Virginia Tech in 1999.

Gentry worked as an assistant strength
coach at UNC and as the head strength
coach at East Carolina University prior to
coming to Virginia Tech in 1987.

In 1995 and 1996, Gentry was recognized
by the National Strength and Conditioning
Association as a finalist for the National
Strength and Conditioning Professional of the
Year. Gentry has a son, Roy Christopher.

Assisting Gentry in the weight room this
year are three full-time assistant strength and
conditioning coaches: Jay Johnson, assistant
director of strength and conditioning, Terry
Mitchell, strength and conditioning
coordinator of men’s Olympic sports and
Emily Chones, strength and conditioning
coordinator for women’s Olympic sports.

Gentry will also have the services of four
graduate assistants — Erin O’Neil, Lisa
Guarneri, Keith Short and Gabe Teeple.

Mitchell, who handles strength and
conditioning for Virginia Tech’s softball team,
has experience in the Texas Rangers farm
system.

He graduated from Lee (Tenn.) College
in 1994 and is currently pursuing a master’s
at Tech.

He is married to the former Terri
Thompson and this is his second year with
the softball program.

Chones, who is in her second year at
Tech, handles many of the women’s Olympic
sport teams. She graduated from Maryland,
where she played lacrosse.

Johnson helps out with the Hokie
football team. He received his B.A., in
physical education from Emory & Henry in
1995, his master’s in physical education from
Radford University in 1998 and his doctorate
from Virginia Tech in 2001.
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Sports Nutrition

A new program was added to the athletics
department in July 2000 — sports nutrition.

As of July 2002, Amy Freel, former
Coordinator of Student Life, became the full-
time sports nutritionist in the athletics
department.

Freel graduated from Ball State University
with her bachelor’s
degree in dietetics in
1996 and received her
master’s in dietetics from
Ball State in 1998.

Freel works one-on-
one with student-athletes
to provide them with
- | information that they

She also provides
individual players with diet counseling on
issues such as gaining lean muscle mass,
losing body fat, and how to eat to improve
performance.

The sports nutritionist works with the
“Training Edge”, a dining option for health-
conscious students and athletes, to design
menus for training tables and daily menu
selections.

Sports Psychology

Another addition to the athletics
department as of August 2000 is sports
psychology.

The licensed psychologists, Dr. Gary
Bennett, and Dr. Robert Miller, Associate
Director of the Thomas E. Cook Counseling
Center, counsel student-athletes either
individually or as a team.

The psychologists meet with student-
athletes on an individual basis for personal
counseling, performance enhancement

and to discuss the mental aspects of
the game.

As a team, the sports psychologists
work on team building, communication
and performance enhancement.

The psychologists also offer an
injury group to afford injured athletes
the opportunity to meet with other
injured athletes and talk about their
recovery process.

Injured athletes may also meet
individually with the sports
psychologists if they do not feel
comfortable in the group or cannot
make the sessions.

The response to the sports
psychology program has been very
positive. The student-athletes are very
receptive to the services offered by the
doctors.

The sports psychology office
reaches out to athletes who may not
have considered going to the

counseling service that is offered to all
students at Virginia Tech.
